'BOARD ORDERS THE WATER

Commissieners Deolars Oompany Must
Bapply Btreets from Hydranta

WILL GO INTO COURT IF NECESSARY

Attorney Wright ia Fat to Work De-
vising Mest Method of Pro-
cedure Shoumld Coms
pany Refase,

The Water board held a special mesting
at the eity hall at noon Saturday and
passad two official orders, one “ordering
and requiring’’ the water company to fur-
nisl any aud all water from hydrants de-
manded by the clty for purposes not
specified In the contracte, and fAxing the
maximum rate to be charged for water so
used at 5 cents per 1,000 gallona. Under
the contracts the city ean Use water from
hydrants for fushing gutters, ditches and
sowera for sanitary purposes, but not for
flushing streata or for aprinklers. The other
order “authorizes and empowers'' the fore-
man of city strest and sewer departments
to attach hose to hydrants and take ail
the water they need for ushing sirets and
BEWATH

“1 shall proceed to get water from the
hydrants for street cleaning on Monday,”
wald Bireet Commissionsr Hummell, “Act-
Ing Mayor Zimman has Instructed me to
a0 this and announced thae he will enable
me to get the water with the ald of the
police department If tha company tries to
prevent us by foroible means, We need
this water and need It badly and propose
to have "

Water company ofMclals are noncommit-
tal as to what they will do, They have
Insisted upon a contract with the city hold-
Ing the company free from damages, before
permitting the hydrants to be used for
street flushing and automatic sprinklors.

Te Ferce the Company,

According to Member Congdon of the
Water board probably steps will be taken
soon In the courts If necessary, to compel
the water compeny to extend mains nnd
install fire hydrants ax preaviously orderad
by the councll and which are to e further
ordered by the board,

Mr. Congdon says the Intest water law,
which authorizges a water tax levy up o
$100,000 & year does nmot In any way limit
the amount of hydrant vental which the
board may contract, on behalf of the city,
before the water plant s mequired, In
his belier the authority 1o levy the tax
in no way imposes a limit on expendi-
tures, similar to the limitation on eity
funds. Unless the law doea impose a limit
on the money that can be Epent ench year
for fire hydrants the biars are dJdown s
they have been ever mince the ¢ty water
fund wias abolishd by the legislaturs,
Bevernl weoks ago. when the queation
of seeking to compel the water company
to extend mains was discussed tha fear
was expressed that In the now law the
old $1IMe  limit on  money spent for
hydrant rents, was revived, nand in order
to be on the safe side the board refrainad
temporarily from ordering In more
hydrants, although the water company
was formally threatened with lHugation if
hydrants already ordered by the city wera
not placed in.

C. C. Wright, attorney for the hoard, I8
engaged In devising a plan to start this
in the right way, whether by contempt
procesding® under the mandamus of & year
ago, directing the corporation to obey the
city with regard to hydrants, or through
some other process, la not dlvulged. The
clamor for additional fire protection and
mein extensions in various parts of town,
however, has caused the board mamhbers to
decide that vigorous and prompt move-
ments are Imperative and that It Is up to
them to put up a Aght, If It comes to that,

“Let It be understood,’”’ sald Mr. Congdon,
“that the Water board does not bair any
hostility to the water company. The mem-
bers simply want 1o do business on business
principles.”
