But Mr, Olney hrushes nside nll prece-
dent and turns his face against the irre-
gistible march of progress Ly pointing
backward to the exploded state rights
doctrine that would subdivide the rafl-
road systems of Amerien and establish
terminals at every state line, although
every rallroad In the country is linked
to every other railroad, and every sta-
tlon agent will sell tlekets and bill
freight to any other station In America
regardless of state lines,

Mr. Olney’s rock-rooted procilvities
are most forcibly exhibited in the fol-
lowing summary of conclusions on the
rate making power: “Oure {8 a govern-
ment by both state and natlon by po-
litical parties, and to political rate malk-
Ing for rallroads—rate making by poll-
ticlans anlmated by partlsan motives
and working for partisnn énds—the ob-
jections of an economle and bhusiness
charneter are on the score of publie pol-
fcy generally as obyvlous as they should
prove insuperable.”

What arrant nonsense! In the very
natore of things ours I8 a government
that has always exercised its functions
through men affillated with politienl
parties, aud this condition is sure to
continue ns long ns the republic sur-
vives, Are we, therefore, forever pre-
vented from using the machinery of gov-
ernment for the protection of Its cltizens
agninsat excesalve taxation imposad upon
them by common ecarrlors? Are we to
permit these carriers to play the part of
Providence and leave them free to en-
rich one clags of patrons, or one com-
munity, and lmpoverizh another class
of patrons and other communities just
becpuse the law makers and executive
offieers of our government ave affiliated
with political parties? If the logle of
Mr. Olpey applies to rallroads It would
apply to all other agencies ereated under
modern conditions for facilitating com-
merce and effecting exchanges, but the
very ‘suggestion repels the lden,

THE BUILDING UF CHARAUTER.

Among the notable addresses at the
unlversity openings was that of Presl-
dent Butler of Columbia, who urged that
the bullding of character Is the most lm-
portant work of our Institutions of learn-
ing. He sald that If there is fallure w
form those traits and babits which to-
gether counstltute character all ooy
lenrning Is an evil, President Butler
sald that just now the American people
are baving brought home to them with
severe emphasis the distinetion between
character and reputation, “Of late we
have been watching reputntions melt
away like snow before the sun, and the
sun In this case s were publicity, Men
who for years have beeen trusted lm-
plicitly by their fellows, and so placed
in positions of honor and gruve respon-
gibility, are seen to be mere reckless
speculators with the mouney of others
and petty pliferers of the savings of the
poor Atd needy.” He declared that the
situntion which confronts Americans to-
day Is due to lack of moral prineciple;
that the greed for gain and the greed
for power have blinded men to the time
old  distivetion Letween right and
wirong. “Both among business men and
at the bar are to be found advisers,
counted shrewd sand successful, who
have substituted the pensl code for the
moval law as the standard of conduet.”

Soevere ns this Indietment Is It must
be admitied to be just and it wonld be
well If more men occupying such a po-
sitlon as that of the president of Colum-
bla would with a&qual frankuess and
enrnestuess direct public attention to
that lack of moml principle which
mokes possible the faulis Dr. Butler
pointed out. What Is now belng aceom-
plished throongh the exposure of men
who have been entrusted with positions
of honor and responaibiiity cannot fall
to have u rewedinl effoct, but the public
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president of Columbla.  The leading ed-
nentors of the land ean be most Influen.
tinl In dolng this snd It I8 guite within
the sphere of thelr dity ns instructors.

CITY SALARIKS IN GLEAT BRITAIN.

But all is
not gold that glitters and the populnr
outery against munielpnl extravaganee
and graft Is by no means confined to
American populntion conters,

Only four weeks ago o mass meeting
of taxpayers wns held In Edinburgh,
Beotland. to oppose and denounce a sl
ary griab by the elty eouncll and a pro-
posed Increase of salaries of elty oM.
clals. Some of the speecches made at
this popular demonstration agninst mu-
nleipal misgovernment nre dupliontes of
speeches perlodically made In American
cltles,

One of the spenkers, for example, de-
clared that there was a groat and grow-
Ing expendlture in the clty and for that
matter In the eountry; that the amonnts
of taxea levied for gas, water, elec
tricity, tramwnays and so on had come to
be exceediugly serious, and the people
were cautloned not to be overborne by
officlaldom.

Another speaker sald In seconding the
resolution protesting agalnst the salary
grab that thoosands of taxpavers of
Edinburgh were In many ecages seriously
affected by the high rates, and he
thought his audience would agree with
Lim when he sald that the town councll
of FEdinburgh bad not the slightest dea
of economy. In support of this asser-
tlon the speaker quoted the incremsed
galary list as follows: Chief constable,
or clilef of police, from 84,200 n year to
£3.000; deputy chlef econstable, from
£1.750 to $2.000 a year; clork of police,

from $2,000 to $3.000; clty chamberlaln
(comptroller), from £35,000 to $06,250 o
Fear,

As a counter comparison it was stated
that the clty of Manchester, with a pop-
ulation of about 625,000 and a municipal
debt of $112,600,000, pays the clity auwdl-
tor £5,000 per annum; Liverpool, 710,000
population and $70.000,000 of debt, pays

Its audltor ER750; Blrmingham, with
0000 population and  §75,000,000 of
debt. pays $7.000 per annum;: Lelgh,

450,000 population and $60,000,000 of
debt, paye $5,000; Sheffield, with a popu-
Intion of 448,000 and £42.500,000 debt,
pays $4.250; Glasgow, T82,000 population
and 80,000,000 of debt, pays 80,500,
while Edlnburgh, with 333,000 popula-
tion and £20,000,000 of debt, pays $£5,000,
When it is borne in mind that the pure-
chasing power of money is fully 30 per
cent greater In England than fn Amer-
fea, these munielpal salaries wonld seem
to he fully as high as those paid in
Amerlean eltles of equal population with
very rare exceptions,

70 BECOME A MILITARY POWER-

Already the Chinese government s
taking steps to become a military power,
A standing army Is to be crented and
its orgunization will be modeled upon
that of the Japanese army. It Is stated
that the young Chinese officers who,
having completed thelr military studies
In Japan, Iately returned to Chioa, are,
with the Japanese Instructors placed
at the disposal of the Clinese govern-
ment, busy organizing aud tralning the
new levies.

This movement on the part of China
to prepare for self-defense and to ad-
minister its affalrs with the protection
of {ts own army is the natural outcome
of the war. When that conflict came
China wus In an utterly heipless con-
ditlon. Her territory was completely
at the mercy of the belligerents, Now
that this territory is to be restored to
her she intends to In future safeguard
it and In the carrying out of this pur-
pose she ls assured of the support of
Japan. The wllitary exawmple of that
power 1s the inspieation to China to
credate a standing army strong enough
to protect her territory and her Inter-
ests, She will find lttle difficulty In
dolng this, uonder the guidnuce of her
great nelghbor. In a few years she can
have, If deemed necessary, an army of
balf & willlon wen, thoroughly dis-
eiplined and emulating the spirit and
patriotism of the Japanese. Out of her
vast population China ean obtaln sol-
dlers who may be relled vpon In any
eMergency.

There will be some to see In this
movewent a mensce to the western
world. It will be regarded ns a phase
of the "yvellow peril,” as to which Em-
peror Willlam and some others profess
to be apprebensive, It will be sald that
when Chinan has become a  military
power, under the influence and guidance
of Jupan, those nations will unite for an
nggressive polley agalnst the rest of the
world, It ls easy to cougure up n bogy
of this kind, but It Is alwnys to Le
borne in mind that, so far at least as
Japan 1s concerned, her Interests have
become ahmoest ns great In the western
ns In the eastern world and the neces-
gity for remainlng on terms of pence
and amity with the former was never
hefore so strong as vow. How well she
renlizes this Is shown In
with CGreat Britain. Japan will kKeep
(Chinn In & proper course, by her own
example teaching that pation the wis-
dom and expediency of strictly obsery-
ing international obligations, respecting
the rights of other nations and cuoltivat-
ing friendship with all

Not only will there be no dunger in
Chiua becoming a milltary power, but
Its effect will be to better assure the
malntenance of peace in eastorn Asia.
It will be a safeguard ngalnst any de-
signs on the part of European powers
upon the teyritory of the Chinese em-

ADMINIETRATIVE REFORMERNS.
That President Roosevelt acted judl-
clously In appoluting a commission to
investignte departmental business meth-
ods the developments go far made nmply
nttest, There was no restriction placed
upon the authority of the commisslon in
prosecuting its Inquirles, It was In-
structed to make its Inveatigation In the
severnl departments and bureaus thor-
ough and this has been done. One
notable result has been the disclosure of
mlsmanngement and waste In the gov-
ernment printing office, leading to a
change {n the hend of that establishment
and certnin needed reforms In the ad-
ministration of fts afMairs,

Another matter which the commission
has been looking Into is that of the sup-
ply necounts of the several depurtments,
resulting in the discovery thnt no two
purchasing agents pay the same price
for articles bought by them. It Is stated
that the Investigation has already dis-
cloged startling discrepancles in the
prices paid for the office supplles used
by the government. Purchaslng agents
and chiefs of supply divisions explain
the differences in the prices pald on the
ground that some departments buy In
far larger quantities than others, but
this I8 searcely a satisfactory explans-
tion. It is sald the president has under
considerntion the advisabllity of estal-
lishing a general purchasing ngency for
all government supplies and probably
will recommend to congresa that this be
done., Tt 1s thought that the establish-
ment of a slngle central burean to act as
a purchasing agent for all the depart-
ments wonld result In an annual saving
to the government of huudreds of thou-
gands of dollars In the cost of articles
and also do away with much of the
Iabor required under the present systein.
It Is further polnted out that there
wonld be a notable advantage In bring-
ing the government's purchases of sup-
plies under the direct supervision of one
responsible official.

President Roosevelt appears deter-
mined to lmprove, wherever practicable,
the business methods in vogue In the
varlous departments and to lnnugurate
such reforms as are found to be desir-
able and expedient. The commission he
appointed 18 composed of men experl
enced In the public business and well
qualified for the work entrusted fto
them, It Is expected that they will rec-
ommend numerous and in some réspects
radical changes.

The 8t Louls police commisslon, act-
ing under lustructions from Governor
Folk will proceed with a more strict en-
forcement of the Bunday law by closing
down the lid In the St. Louls soclal
clubx and sealing up the entrances and
exits of the drug stores. After they
bave accomplished this part of thelr
