to fila briefs In support of thelr objectiona
to the findings of the referee

Attorney Courtright argued Lhere Was no
evidence to sustain the finding of the ref-
oree and further that the referce had
taken ax an evidence of guflt the fact that
the defendants had not gone on the stand
to refute the testimony introduced by the
attorney general. After the attorneys had
constited over the testimony Mr. Court-
right sald they hnd come to the conclu-
rlon the evidence Introduced was =0 Mimey
it was not necessary for the defendanta 1o
Introduce any evidence at all He argued
it was within the jurisdiction of the court
to order the taking of more testimony
and he belileved justice could be secured
by all parties jn no better way. The fact
that the lawyers for the defendants looked
at the evidence in such a different light
from the wny In which the reforse viewed
he thought, should not -stand In the
winy aof the defendanta getting justice.

Attorney Jeneral Brown argued against
reopening tha case, The defendants, he
raid, had ample opportunity to introduce
testimony, but had failed to do so, and the
repart of the referee should stand as the
verdict of a Jury and thers was no occa-
wlon for the court to open the came,

Chief Justice Bedgwick, speaking for the
court, overruled the motion of the de.
fendants and sald even though the court
had suthority to order the taking of more
testimony the facts produced by the de-
fendants would not warrant such action.
Judge Sedgwick then announced that the
court desired to finlah up the case at this
sesslon, as there will be only one sesslon
previous to the summer adjournment, and
s0 the iime lmit on fillng objectionn by
the defendants was set for Thursday
noon, while the attorney general will make
his arguments tonorrow morning.

They were passing the
nomadic stage of civillzation, Iliving in
permanent towns and ocultivating the
Innd. Left to themselves they would un-
doubtedly have developed Into a nation
of farmers. They ralsed good crops of
corn ind depended upon them as much fs
upon the results of the hunt*™ Pota-
Lesharu, he regarded as a man of influ-
ence and executive ability, though not
particularly successful ns & warrior,

Prof. E. E. Blackman, archeologist of the
Btate Historical soclety, dellvered an In-
teresting addreas on the “Remaina and
Relles of Indian Townsites in this Bection
of Nebraska." Loshara occuples the sit»
of what was known as the lower village
of the two big villages of the Pawnees,
but owing to the early settlement of the
country and the cultivation of the old
village site, including burial places, |t
had ylelded but few relicsa of Interest lo
the archeologist.

A mumber of the old settlers of the
county who came here while the villages
were iarge and flourishing, and were per-
sonally ncquainted with' Péta-Lesharu and
other chiefs, spoke briefly.
