at the most vital polot of contact in
business. If lllegal combinations or
trusts cannol collect at law claims for
debt in the ordinary course of business
which when untainted with conapiracy
againat trade are legal and enforcible,
they are practically at the merey of
every individual, firm or corporation
with which they deal

The equity resources of the courts
thus become a reinforcement and n
supplement to all those penal ganclions
with which legislation has lately been
arming public authority. The latter
Indeed are of vital importance, but
hardly more for thelr direct and spe-
clfic results than for their influence In
concentrating and stimulating publlc
sentiment, which courts as well as log-
Islators and executive officers respect,
to an extent emboldening indlviduals
to bestir thomselves agalust invasion
of thelr rights. Therefora, #8 {(his
procesd progresses, trade consplracies
will be antagonized by the full power
of the people exerted under the spur
of individual interest at every polot of
the compass, Instead of the compara-
lively lew points that organized public
prosecution ordinarily strikes.

The fact that trade conspiracy has
not been thus attacked in its modern
obnoxious forms s In large parl due
to thelr very modernity, and not so
much to lack of remedles under the
common and statutory law., It has
taken time to arouse the publie to the
changes In industrial and commercial
methods and abuses during the last few
decades and”to find ways to enfonce
and apply for their correctlon Just
principles of Inw which were long agoe
evolved and vindicated against like
abuses under different conditions.
Much has been now accomplished, and
with the people aroused and the courts
responding to the exigency the work
s going forward more rapidly than ls
yvet generally apprecinted.

THE MILWAUKEE TO THE COAST.
The fillng of amendments to its artl-
cles of Incorporation, adding $150,-
000,000 to its present stock capltalize-
tlon of $107,858,300, 1a Interpreted In
rallroad circles as conclusive evidence
that the Milwaukee system s resolved
to push’ with all speed extension bo the
coast, and to foreshadow an
éven more strenuous struggle between
the HIill and ll.nrrimn groups for
mastery In transcontinental transpor-
tation. For 1t is becoming clearer
every day that the controlling forces
in the Milwaukee are identical with
thoese In the Harrlman confederacy.
The transcontinental project of Lhe
Milwaukee, which in the form of ex-
tenslve construction westward has in-
deed been In actual progress for a
year, would seem therefore In one as-
pect to be & renewal of the gligantle
strife for control of the Northern Pa-
cific In 1908, the settlement by agree-
ment under the form of the Northern
Securities company having turned out
only s truce, and the Hill interests in
the end winning on the maln point.

In & broader view, hawever, the Mil-
waukee extension must be insplred by
the tremendous development now In
progreas or in sight In the mouuntalns
and the graln and grazing reglons of
the northwest. With existing trans-
portation facllities greatly overtaxed
by the unparalleled mectivity in trade
and industry and with the certsinty
of immense Inflow of population and
capital into those regions, the templa-
tion to rallropnd investors and man-
agers to be forehandéd therein {8 sim-
ply working out Its natural result and
fulfililng the prediction of E. H, Har-
riman eighteen months ago that the
wait was about to enter upon an era
of unprecedented competitive rallroad
construction. .

DANGEROUS GRADE CRUSSINGS.

Omaba hns been very well supplied
with overhead crossipga.by the rallroad
companies, bul these have been pinced
only where the conformation was fa-
vorable, A number of much traveled
streets have been left without protee-
tlen. The “deadly grade crossing’ is
Bt} too much in evidence in the clty.
That no serlous aceldent has bean re-
corded is due more to d luck than
good managemant. any crossings
slong the Belt Line agd the Blkhorn
tracks In the northern part of the city
are sntirely unprolected, while slmilar
condiUons exist in other sectlons.

The city of Omaha was foreed by
the rallroad companies to carry on a
long and expensive fight in court be-
fore the viaduots were built. Three
tmes the matter was taken 19 the su-
preme court of the United $.4tes and
each time the declslon WU given In
favor of the eity. When the Viaducts
wers bullt the rallroads seemed to
have concluded that they had done all
that was needed to be doue snd have
feft the grade crosaings unprotected by
visducts. and in such cendition that
other trafic uses the streets ut its own
risk.

THE CRAGRES FLOOD,

The ficod of the Chagres rlver,

which rose twenty-elght feet In o day,
and which dralos & reglon In which
ten Inches of raln fell within the sama
tme, conveys some suggestlon of the
dificuities to be dealt with In con-
siructing the Panama canal. Jts route
Is crossed and recrossed by that capri-
¢lous stream, now flowing placidly and
agaln a destroying torrent. Wa in
this country are famillar with no river
phenomena approaching In sudden-
noas, violence and extent the torren-
tial floods of the Chagres, which must
be completely controlled as the first
condition of canal construction and
malntensnce, The plan adopted In-
cludes dams of a magnitude unpreee-
dented in engineering work to retaln
these prodiglous lnundations, In fact
vonverting them Into vast lakes that
are to form {mportant sections of the
Interocsan waterway.
The flood that Is now in full sweep,
destroying no small amount of the re-
sults of inbor mlomg the canal route,
is only a sampla of the refractory
natural forces that must be dealt with
and permanently congquered before the
historie work which the United States
has undertaken can be completed, and
which altogether is the most formida-
ble now in progress anywhere on the
planet.

The ecity councll has passed up to
the street rallway company the most
difieult problem it has faced since it
was born. Just how to eliminate the
possibility of a round-trip ride for a
single fare and at the same time pro-
vide a universal transfer is not going
to be solved In a day. In the mean-
time the present unsatisfactory trans-
fer system will prevall, All the coun-
oll's tinkering with the proposition has
not materially aided in the solution of
the question. If the convenlence of
the publie were consulted rather than
that of the company, the transfer ques-
tion would soon be settled.

Many leglslators-eleat are visiting
Lincoln at present making preliminary
arrangements for thelr residence dur-
ing the winter and each emphatically
announces his intention to vote for
bills intended to carry out the platform
pledges. This feeling among the re-
publican members should be taken ad-
vantage of and carefully prepared
maeasures almed at the objects to be
acgomplished should be presented early
in the season In order that the splen-
did spirit now exhibited be not disal-
pated In conslderation ol conflicting
proposals,

For your Information, however, 1
will stats that thers is nothing mysterious
or romplicated about a ‘regular’ distillery,
and that the manufacture of distilled spir-
fts at & ‘requlnr’ Alstiilery I probably
simpler than the ‘manufacture of chasss.' "

Instructions are given for the farmar
who wants to make alcohol tn his “back
yard.” T¥Fe will be required to give hond
to prevent him defrauding the government
of the tax en spirits produced by him,
He will be required to satabliah a dietillery
warehouss nnd to tAx pay of denature, as
he may wish, the alceho! produced by him.
All of this will be done under governmental
supsrvision, bt the sovernment paya for
mipervinion.
