The koymnote of the occaslon, as voleed
by the speakers, was the wonderful progress
of the nation aince the time of Wa*nington
and the present day problems with which
this country is wrestling. Mr. Lewlas wasn
accorded & genorous reception and  Mr,
Dickson, & young attorney, seguitted him-
self with eredit and was duly appreciated.

Sehunrman's Address Masterfal.

The address of President Schurman

proved to be o0 out of the ordinary that
it ellcited the most éager attention and
was frequently interrupted by &pplause
and words of approval.

The most
impressive feature of his apeech, however,
was the kaleldoscoplc panorama it pro-
duced upon the clircle of latsners plastered
up ageinst the speaker's table.

Physiclans sald tonight
that Mra. McDonald shows signs of im-
provement and thut in & few days she will
probmbly recover,

With her mind almost oo "letsly
wrooked, Mrs. Flora MaDonald, =
terday shot and killed Webster 8. Guerin,
wus removed last night to the annex of the
Harrison street police sthtion, where her
busband, Michael C, MoDonald, spent most
of the night with her.

After her removal her condition became
gradually worse, and she oculd nelther
recognize MocDonald nor others, who had
questioned her sarller In the day, Bromides
and hypodermic injectlons were given her
almost every hour throughout the night,
but she could not be quieted. From the
time of the tragedy until a late hour last

night Mre. McDonald talked in & rambling.

and disoonnected manner and littls wus ob-
talned from her concerning the motive for
the erime,

Mrs. McDonnld declared that Guerin had
been levying blackmall on her and that
repeatedly he had obtained sums from her
on threats of exposure.

This explanation, however, was contra-
dicted by the words of McDonald. He pald
he had never given his wife large sums of
money the sums practically omly having
been sufficient for the needs of the house-
hold or well defined needs of the woman.

Statements from Guerin's relatives seemed
to place a far different Hght on the tragedy.
They declared that slnce Guerin had besn o
boy in sehool Mrs, McDonald had heen
enamored of him and that she had con-
tinued her attentions even after he had
used every Influsnce to break hia relations
with her.
