All the survivors of the Berlin are pro-
gressing favorably. They tell affecting
stories of thelr terrible experiences aboard
the wreck which, sccording .to the sal-
vagers, presented an awfol spectacie of
destruction.

Sad scenes were witnessed &t Harwich
yosterday on the sarrival for burial of the
first consignment of bodies of those who
met death In the disaster. Many bodles

that have been found have not yet been
identified,

Resumption of Intersinte Commerce
Inguiry Into Harriman Roads

WASHINGTON, Feb. 14—Aside from
appropriation bills knd conference reports,
the ship subsidy bill is the only mensurs
of general Impertance that is likely 1o
recaive the attentlon of the houss, and the
Aldrich financial bill probably the ouly
one that will recolve the attemtion of
the senate during this, the closthg week
of the last seasion of the Fifty-ninth con-
grene, 1t ia Senator Aldrich's Intention
to press his bill for consideration whan-
ever opportunity offers and he is still
hopeful of success, notwithstanding the
opposition, the congested condition of
business and the limited time left. The
house frionds of ship subsidy alwa profess
themselves as hopeful, but they Aadmit
that every day that goes by withoul nction
lemsens thely chances. Some of them ex-
press couflidence In getting some featurcs
of the bill incorporated in the postofMoe
appropriation bill as a rider, but If they
fail in that program they will make n
Iast effort for Independent actlon by the
houss after the passage of the general
deficlency appropriation bill. They will
ask to have two or Lthres days set aside
for the consideration of the aubsidy bill
when conference reports are not before the
houss, and the !nclination of the leadsrs
is to gmant this concession.

No other business will be permitted to
Interferes with appropristion bilis and con-
ference reporis in either house, but there
will be times when other business may
be interjected and much miscellaneous
legislation may be expected. An order
will be brought into the house by Lhe
committes on rules early In the week,
making certaln classes of logisiation of

As umunl, the senate will make an eoffort
