Before it ls made publle, how-
ever, he will gubmit It to & number of the
leaders of the party In order to get their
views upon It

with Mr. Taft stated that he would not be
ready to announce the memberahip of the
excoutive commitiee or to make any sinte-
ment regarding his organization for the
campaign before a week from today. The
pelection of men for these places, he sald,
was & matter of importance requiring care.
ful conalderation and up to today he had
given it no attention. Mr. Hitchecock will
leave hers tomorrow evening for Washing-
ton to take up the work of outlining & plan

July 8.—Tha pew bridge un-
der construction over the Rhine at Cologne
fell in today and many of the workmaen
engaged on the structure lost their lives
Up to moon fourieen bodies had been re=
caovered and nine men hud been taken from

The scaltolding supporting the powerful
crane used in the erection of the central
span of the bridge collapssd and the cresh-
Ing down of thisz sectlion carried with it
several other spans. Severa] workm:n were
thrown into the river. Some of them are
still underneath the scaffolding, and there
is no hope whatever of thelr lives. Im-
medintely after the nccldent boats put out
for the scene und began the work of
rescue.
