, LONDON, July If there is one thing

that strikes an American more forcibly

than another when he returns after a
year's absence It Is the cheerful Innocence

of great city. London la the largest of

11 cttiea, as any geography tella the achool

boy. and It Is, like moat other overgrown

places, greatly affected by fatty degenera-

tion of the senalbllltlee. It Is the small
town that has fierce fancies and fatuous
fads In their worat form, but It Is yet in a
larger degree the small town that la scari-

fying In Its literary and art crltlclama and
Jellifying In the cold Immobility of Us

moral code.
: One can scarce restrain a smile when
gravely contemplating the focal points of
general interest in a London season. The
city Is packed with foreigners of all klnda.

' For once the Americans, though In the ma-

jority, have not everything their own way.

The streets olatter with the babel of
, tongues, and one hears every accent known

from Rouen to Budapest, from Naples to
Copenhagen. The Olympic games, the
Franco-Britis- h exposition and the Hun-

garian exposition have caused all thla. But
xeept at the booking offices of the

"Bakerloo" tube or In the 'bua thorough-

fares It causes no stoppage of the oiled
machinery of thla huge burg.

London's most serious business, that of
pleasure seeking, haa centered itself around
two sensations of the season. These have
been the return of Melba to glory and the
rise of Maud Allan on her bare toes to the
dome of fame's gilded hall. And the
greater of these two la Maud Allan, for at
the end of the season she Is still packing
the Palace theater nightly and giving many
extra and special extra matinees, while
Melba has to sing Desdamona to the Otello
of the most furious of tenors, Zenatello, In

order to sustain Interest.
The Palace theater is a most attractive

' resort, situated In Cambridge Circus,
Shaftesbury avenue, which Is so near the
snlddle of things as it la possible for any

ne object to be In London. It Is a variety
theater and the enterprising manager offers
)l thoroughly good entertainment. He has
several headltnera on his bill. Even Oacar
Hammersteln would be willing to engage
them. There Is a pair of Jugglers who give
a remarkably clever performance and but
what do they all algnlfyT Everyone goes
to see Maud Allan at about 10 p. m.

When ahe appears the house is Jammed
to the doers and even the side aisles are
packed.

Even In It haa met with some
opposition. The city of Manchester would
have none of It, so It was brought hither,
where the London public In one of its peri-
odical fits tof .Immorality has made It the
fashion. In one of thedouble acts at the
Palace the woman expresses a desire to
sing. She would like, she fancies, to sing
"The Holy City."

"Sam," she says, "will you me "The
Holy City?"

"Go along now," he answers, "you know
I'm not rich enough to buy you Manches-
ter."

Whereat London shakes
and murmurs, clever, don't ye
think?"

Miss Allan's preliminary bouts are called
"classic dances." She has the stage hung
in dark gray draperies and the music con-

sists of such numbers as Chopin's A minor
valse and Mendelssohn's "Spring Song."
Miss Allan emerges from a silt In the dra-
pery.

She Is clad in a loose low necked of
gray chiffon, which hangs in easy folds
to hor knees. The left side of the skirt
Is silt to the waistband. The dancer's
legs are bare, but a thin underskirt of
white partly hides the upper part of the
left limb.

Her hair is classically arranged and
makes a good frame for a plain but mobile
face, which la expressively employed in
the of the danoera The bare
feet, which are Tat and unsymmetrical,
show pink toes and heels, not always free
from the dust of the carpet.

The rising curtain d I scions a
stage set with obellaka. each adorned with
a torch, and a backing of moonlit garden.
In the center at the back stands the dancer,
erect, with feet arms exten.id
and head thrown back, showing a well
turned throat. ,

Her hair Is now black. Orientally ar-
ranged and surmounted by a of
eastern fashion. Her breast shows the
circular plates seen In pictures of Amm ms.
Across the front of the torso swing two or
three From a

by hangs a skirt of black
net. Just below the waist Is some sort of
undergarment of the kind usually worn by
ballet dancers when they appear In tlghta

But this dancer does not wear tights
Neither above nor below does she wear
them. Except for the articles mentioned
she Is absolutely naked, body and limbs.

This Is no dance of the seven veils. It is a
dance of only ono veil, and not much of a
veil at that. She does not take it off.
She does not need to. It Is easy now for
the opera glasses, but they do not rest.

The dance begins with some highly sig-

nificant postures and movements. But, as
there are no program notes, one has to
guess what they signify, and, like t'he Troad
as described in one of Byron's letters, they
"nt ford a fine field for conjecture." When
these graphics appear to have been ex-

hausted the head of Jokanaan suddenly
appears on a pedestal at the left of the
dancer.

She sees It nnd folds up like a recoiling
serpent.

The other sensation haa, in one sense, a
closer Interest for New York, but It is not
quite so little known The cable dispatches
carried some news of it at the time of Mme.
Melba'a return to the Covent Garden Btagf,
but thy failed to make clear the nature of
London's amazement at Its' own rediscovery
of the Australian prima donna.
