Thim, It Is
suggented, would materially lessen the ex-
pente of twive moving the fire alarm sys-
tem.

Building st Inoppartune Time,

This construdtion of the new central flre
station and bridge over Indlan crerk comes
at an Inopportune time. Bryant street will
be elosed during the enlire time of the Na-
tional Hortlcultural congresf which Is to be
hel in the new auditorium bullding acroes
the streat from the new fire house. Tha
ol fire station planted In the street Inters
section right In front of thoe auditortum will
not improve appearances,

Although the contract for the construc-
tlon of the new fire station was awarded
to George F. Hughes on his bld which pro-
vides for payment by the city by install-
ments covering a perlod of Lwenty years,
the contract has not a8 yat been submitted
to the city councll for ite approval.

The nearest ap-
proach to a finlsh is the computation by
the chalrmun of the republican ecommittes
on about seventy-five of the counties and
twenty-four yeét to hear from, and this
shows about as follows:

For Taft, 200,000; for Bryan., 175,000
For Carroll, 200,000, for White, 145,000
For Cummins, about 80,000 majority.
