No professlonal or chroenie
soekors after ald have applied to the Aaso-
cinted Charitien or to the Board of County
CommJssioners, though supplies have heen
given to a numbar and to some who did
not aak for ald.

There was a
burry call for recruils and Senalor Foraker
was finally found, who authorized his vole
to be cast for the Aldrich motion, which
ingfured a negative report om the bill, The
friends of the measure falled to poll Sen-
ator Clapp of Minnesota and McLaurin of
Mississippl, who, it is understeod, would
have voted againat reporting the bIll ad-
versely. These gentlemen, however, were
absent from the committes abhd an adverse
report will be made on the bill tomorrow.

NEW YORK, Jan. 6.—Edwin Hawley of}
this elty, president of the lowa Central
Rallway company and of the Minneapolis
& 8Bt. Louls Rallroad company and a dl-
rector In several other roads, including the
Western Paecifle, was the firat witness
called by  the government today in the
hearing of the action to dissolve the merger
of the HMHarriman rallroads. Mr. Hawley
sald he became connected with the Boulh-
ern Pacific In 1883

Mr. Hawley sald that he wasx genaral
eastern agent of the Sﬂlll}‘f'm Paclfic at
firet and that be had jur M. over e
Morgan line of steamers h was used
as a part of the SBunset route. Competition
amaong the rival rallrond companles before
the formation of the merger, he suld, was
general. He declaved that he always op-
posed the consolldution of the commercial
agencies of the Unlon Paclfic and Bouth-
ern Pacific rallroads,

Conld Divert Sonthern Trafe.

On cross-examination counsel for thv rall-
roads asked Mr. Hawley If It weres not
abasolutely necessary for the TUnlon Paclfic
to use the Bouthern Paciflc lipe In trans-
continental trade. Mr. Hawley roplied that
the Union Paclfic did use it. The witness
#ald that It was quite possibla that If the
Union Pacific attempted to force an lssus
with the Bouthern Pacific the latter road
could divert its traffic at Portland to the
Denver & Rio Grande. In Ite southern traf-
fle, he sald, the Unlon Pacille has al-
| ways been obliged to usa the Atchison,
! Southern Pacific or the Texas Pacific.

In reply to questions as to whether Lhe
| Bouthern Pacific was not a dominant faotor
| in transcontineninl traffic and practically
| had controlled the rates, the witness sald
| that the SBoulhern Pacific was an import-
| ant factor wnd that even freight shipped
entirely by the way of the Texas Pacific
or Union Paciflo had 1o be turned over o
the SBouthern Pacific at the terminals. He
denled that specific agrecments as to rates
hnd been made prior to the merger, but
sald there hud been discussions as Lo the
| divislon of rates helween the various roads
over whieh it passed,

Frank M. White, auditor of the division
of rates and wransporiation of the Inter-
state Commerce commission, who was the
nextl witness, presented a statement of com-
modity rates Lelween points east of the
Misslasippl river and Californin terminals
Thin show that the rates charged on the
various lines wers about the same.

Flamen Starting from Gas Explosion
Fanned by HWigh Winde—
Less $200,000,

APRINGFIELD, Mo., Jan. &--Fire that
broke out at 12:36 o'clock this morning In
the Raldwin theater and office bullding
eompletely destroyed that structure and a
number of other bulldings In the businsss
distriet and badly damaged the $400,000
Colonial hotel. The total loss (s estimated
at $250,000, Wire Chief Kanadan was the
only porson hurt. His injuries were not
sarious.

The fire was caused by an explosion of
Eas in the basement of the theater, which
wis o flve-story structure, occupied by
offices as well as the theater. A wtrong
wind fanned the flames, which spread to
the Dr. Nixon offliee bullding adjoining, a
85,000 structure, which was completely
gutted. The Colonial hotel, a steel bulld-
ing., suffered the burning of most of the
furnishings of rooms on one side of the
hote!. The losa to this bullding will ex-
ceed 10000, From the hotel over 0
guesty fled to the streets.
