The men have retained A. H- Murdock
as their attorney and will tight the case,
Notlco was Hnrved yesterday that each
of the three men hod neen dismUsed
without due warrant of law and the city
was notified that each of the men held
himself ready and willing to perform tho
tervlce required by his position on the
fire department.

Tho dismissal of tho men is called a
"lay off" by the board but the men say
they were told that they would not be
needed again. Considerable condcmia-tio- n

of tho proceedings of the board in
this Instance has been heard nit over
the city. The action of the commission-
ers Is said to be directed against the
three men for political and private rea-
sons. Broudly speaking tho fight Is

made on thn city council und the re-

publican members who faught to keep
the flro and police funds In such
condition thut there would not be an
overlap at the end of the year. The
council provided that tho fire and police
budget Hhould contain Just sufficient to
pay the men thut were on the depart-
ment lust August. At the time Chief
McKulo declared thut he could get uloug
with that number.

Ryun and Pivonka appointed threu extra
men to the fore.-- while Mayor Hortor
iyas absent from tho city. Tho men
asked for their wuge and the council re-

fused to pay any mure money Immedi-
ately after the docltlon ot the council
to stand by Its former determination
Spears, Sandwlck and Bolcourt were fired
or "laid off" as tho term Is used by
some of the commissioners. All threo
of the men are exemplary cltUens and
have good records as flrcirlen. They have
served the city for years. With families
depending on them for support they have
been reduced to difficult circumstances
by the action of Ryan and Pivonka.

A padlock fastening an Iron Bcreen Into
a window had been sawed off by ape of
the, prisoners allowing access -- J the bars
outside, tho window, one of which had
been sawod out when Deputy Sheriff
Cahlll answered the matron's summons.

The prisoners hnd used springs taken
from tho Insteps of a pair of shoes which
had heen brought to the Jail Thanks-
giving day by friends of a prisoner and
made them Into saws.

Thanksgiving duy was the first time

In months that the authorities ut the
Jull allowed packages to be brought In

from tho outside.
