The reslgnation [Collows an ex-
chasige of telegrams with Washington re-
garding the conduct of the local federnl
prosecutor's office.

MoNab's reslgnation, the acceptance of
which he requasta by wire, is contained
in & long telegram to Presidenl Wilson.
MeNab paye In the message that he feels
forced to resign beoause of orders from
the sttorpey genornl tying his hands in
ths proseoution of the Digew-Caminetti
white slave ocusres and the Indictmenta
against officlals of Lthe Western Fuel com-
pany.

He states he received orders Lo post-
pone aotion In these cunes by telegraph
Yostarday, and in wspite of his protest
and statement to the attoreny general that
efforts to tumper with government wit-
neanes In the canen had been made,

“In bitter humiliation of gbirit,” the
mesaage says, ‘I am compelied to mo-
knowledge what T have heretofore indig-
nantly refused to bellove, nhmely, that
the Pepartment of Justive Is yiklding to
influence which will oripple and destroy
the usefulnems of this office.”

Maury 1. Digme, former state architect,
aud Drew Caminettl, a son of former
Rtate Renator A. Caminettl of Jackwson,
Cal,, who recentlly was appointed voms
missloner of Immigration by President
Wilson, sloped to Reno, Nev., last winter
with two high school girls of Bacramento,
leaving thelr wives and bables behind
them, They were brought back to Call-
fornla and Indiotments found against the
wen under the Mann white alave act.

Text of MoeNabh Letier,

The message to the president followms:

“"Wooldrow Wilkon, President of  the
United States, Washington, D, C. T
have the honor to tender my resignation
85 United States attorney for the north-
ern district of Californla, to take effoot
fmmediately, I am ordere¢d by the at-
torney genoral over my protest to post-
pone untfl autumn the trials of Maury
1. Diggs and Drew Caminettd, Indicted
for A hideous crime which has ruined
two girls and shocked the moral sense
at the people of Californla, &and this after
1 bave advised the Department of Justice
that attempts have been made to corrupt
the government witnessea, and friends of
the defendants ars publicly Boasting that
the woalth and political prominence of
the defendants’ relutives will proocure my
hand to be stayed through Influence at
Washington.

“In these cases two girls Were taken
from eultured homen, bullled and fright-
ened In the face of thelt protests Into
going to another state, were ruined and
debauched by the defendunts who aban-
doned thelr wives and infants to com«
mit the erime.

"On recelpt of the attormey genem.'s
telegram, | preparkd my reslgnation to
take effect at the conclusion of the trial
of the Western Fuel directors and the
J. €. Wilkon stockbrokers’ cases, both
of which 1 had Instituted and which 1
wished to bring to a successful conclu-
slon. Before 1 could send my resignne
tlon, 1T recelved another telegram from
the department ordering me to posipdne
the casos agalnst certaln defendants of
the Western Fusl company and not td;
