Germany May Also Drop Oul.

WASHINGTON, July 3.—After ex-
hibiting much concern over the places
which wolld be assigned to prospective
exhibitors by the management of the
Fanama-Pacific axpositiop, the British
government finally has declined to par-
tclpate. The long delay In actlon on the
Invitation to participate In the exposition
extended o yoar ago has been the cause
of deep concern to the management of
