Irrigation has very" little to do with the
dry condition of tho river at Kearney.
"God's equilibrium" has not availed In
the years bone by to keep the Platte
from going dry, and with the extreme
heat and wlnda of thin
sure there would have been no excep-
tion.

The hot winds from the south no doubt
caught up whatever vnpor they could
from the sands of tho Platte and Repub-
lican, but it is the Immutable law thatvapor will not float against tho wind,
nor Immediately condense. It would
travel a considerable distance before
falling In rain, hence north Nebraska
and South Dakota would be the bene-
ficiaries, and south Nebraska would be
In the same boat as now. The plains
south to the Panhandle have not many
places In which vapor can bo collectod.

The river Is not dried in western Ne-
braska. Thero are now and havo been
form any weeks, in fact. I th'nk w'th
hardly an interruption, hundreds of sec-
ond feet of water flowing down past our
city. It covers the sand bars and Is
about 2,700 feet wtfte. If it does'not reach
Kearney it la not because of the Path-
finder dam or irrigation, but is duo to
the fixed laws of gravity and sinking
Into the sand, or evaporation and van-
ishing into the air..

There ts a mistaken Men. nf tViH

of water "consumed" by irrigation. Out
of 200 pounds of water there is approxi-
mately an average of one pound of prod
uct. Tne 100 pounds gors on Its way
for further service for any one that
wants it

It percolates through the soil back to
tho river, and goes on down,, a little de-
layed, but still it goes, and the peopU of
the North Platte valley are spending
hundreds of thousands of dollars for
"dralnat;e" to assist in hurrying this
water back to the channel.

And I want to put Brother Wheedon
right again. While, the government
builded the Pathfinder resrvnlr It ho
a mortgage on a thousand homes In the
wortn Piatte valley ror the payment
And every occupant thereof Is working
long and hanl to pay the mortgage off,
with no thought of repudiation.
