Hunters Report Chickens and Yel-
lowlegs Here in Numbers.

FISHING IS ALSO OF THE BEST

Many Famous Catches Have Been
Made In Nearby Waters—
Charile Mets's Ranch =
Mecen for Omahans,

The fall hunting season, which openad
on Beptember 1, and which will close this
year December 15 if the Weeks-MoLans
4l recelves the slgnature of the preal-
dent, 1s proving & fine one from Rhs
numercus reports that have come in from
different sections of the state.

Notwithstanding these favorable condi-
tlons, however, and the fact that all
ghooting under the new law will be con-
fined to that in the fall, the gunners mo
far have not been overly sotive, This
may be accounted for by the long.con-
tinued summer weather and the fact that
the new state game law has so curtalied
the rights of chloken hunters that they
are not nearly so numerous as they have
been in past years It oc#ts too much
money to §o chicken shooting now, when
the law only sliows ten birds dally 1o the
gun and only ten in one's possesaion at
any time. 'This, ‘the sportsmen claim, is
an unjust hardship, and they will unite
In an effort to have 3t changed batk %o
twenty-five a day and twenty-five In
possassion.

There is never much duck shooting In-
dulged in iy September, and yot it Is in
this month that the locally bred birds
are the most plentiful, the easlest to be
got &nd In thas best condition. But Octo-
Ler mand November are considered the
bona flide ducking months, and the wyer-
age ducker Is In no hurry Just now o
get out. He s porfeotly satisfled to ex-
feriment with the chicken, the jacksnips
and vellowlags, all of which are plentiful
In favorabie lecallties.
