Johh Hammer Expires at Home of
Danghter in This City.

First Maker af Brick In City and
Sncceasively Conmtructed Many
of Town's Businees
Structares.

Jobin Hammer, nnl of the real ploneers
and billdars of Cauncll Bluffe, died
Monfay afterncon atl the homs of his
daughter, Mra. Fdward Schicketans, 140
Feriton street, of the Infirmitles of ex-
trems old age e celebrated hin slghty-
ninth birthday asniversary on October

He had bsen a continuous resjdent of
Coupcil Bluffe since the spring of 1885

Mr. Hammer was born in Germany on
the Mhine on Ooctober 8 184 He omme
to the wastern world with his parsnts
wheh he was § years old.  They tarried
a whilo v eastern New York, but when
Le was still & very mmall boy they went
to Lorraine county, Ohlo, near the town
of Eiyria, where hie grow to young man-
hood, moff where he won as his bride
Mary J. Packer when she was 18 yoars
eld. After two of thelr children were
borfh there the young husband oame
west and selected Council Bluffs as the
pita of his future activities

Bullds Log Heunar,

He bullt & Nite Jog houpe on Hiuts.
rmran witreet and housed his family in it
when he retitrmed to Ohlo two yenra
later and brought them hera. In this
hiouse the third child, Mrm Clara
Bonloketana, waas borm.

Mr. Hummer was & builder by nature
and about his flrst work here was to
begin the manufasture of brick. Hes
veed the firet bBrick burned Lo conetruct
for his family what was then one of
the finest residences In the town, and
which still stands as a comfortable home
mt 200 Harmony streat. A fow years
jlater he graded away & high hill eon
the opposite corner of Harmony and
Benton strests and bullt the brick houss
in which he died mnd In which he lived
during all of the remainder of his life

His brickyards dominated the bull@ing
material market and he became and rve-

for many Yyears almost the ex-
clusive bullder of brick structures In the
town. No other man who han lived in the
city could point to mas many  substantial
butMings as his monuments. Nearly all
of the old store buildings In ths town
were bullt by him and many of them are
ptill standing as the substantial business
blocks of modern times

Builds Ogden Honne,

He fiswer sought to hoard the large
amounts of money he made. He bullt the
first Ogden houss entirely from his own
resourcoes at a cost of nearly F0000, and
muda It the flnest hotel west of Chicage
at that time. The esteen in whioh he was
held was evidenced at the opening of the
hotel, whon a splendid banquet was given.
At the tables sat governors of seversl
saten In addition to Towa and Nebraska,
which was then a territory, and other
men who afterwards became promipent in
the nation's history. When It was dis-
covered that thg bullder of ‘the hotel was
pot present a_ committee of oltisens waa
sppointed to fetch him. He was carried
into the big dining room on the shoulders
of the men and soated at the head of the
bangquat tables. When the hotel was de-
stroyed by flre in I the loss was total
Through the negligence of the insurance
ngents to whom had been entrusted the
duty of placing the policles, the entire
amount of urance elapsed just three
days bDefore the fire, It was a heavy
blow, but Mr. Hammer started at onoe
to rebuild With & little ald he completed
the present hotel bullding, much inferior
to the first, at a cost of §LG000,

Bullt Many Stractures,
