Must Own Properiy of Some
Kind May Diafranchise
MHundreds In Cliy,

Elsctlon Commisioner Marley a. Moor-
hedd has informed City Clark Porry

"Wheeler that the nominations for the

approaching school  election ' In  Souts
Omaha must be mads Wy pelition and
that ne primary election ¢an be held
under the jaw. . The order means that
oendidates must circulute petitions and
obtaln signatures of N qualifiea elec-
tore, before they c¢an run for office,
Commissloner Moorhead alno stated that
he was looking up the law on the pro-
vimlon of the statutes, which required
that all voters must have pald taxes,
of some kind within the year preévious
to thelr vollng. If 1t should turn out
that the commissioner oannot find any
decisions 1o the contrary the enforoe-
ment of that section of the laws will
mean & ocourt baltle or the disfranchise-
ment of thousands of volers In Soeuth
Omaha.

The meclion of the election laws pro-
vides that no ono can vola who has not
pald taxes of mome kind during the year
in the city In which he attempta to vote,
Attorneys sald yestorday thst there haw
been a supreme court decislon to the
contrary mnd Commissioner Moorhead In
disoussing the section simply stated that
he wan looking up the law on the polnt
_Commlusioner Moorhend stated that the
ellmination of the primary election next
spring would save about $500 to the tax-
payers. ‘The amdvice that there will b=
ne primaries at the achool elections has
complicatod mattors it s sald among the
democrals, who expecied to elimipate at
least half & dosen candidates at the
primaries.
