Food s Searce,

The
restaurants have cut down (heir menu
and the charges have been [ncreased,
The hotels are crowded to capacity and
the refugees are finding difficulty in obe
taining quarters,

No material change has been made In
the disposition of Lthe American forces
within the city or on the outalde lines.

Major S8medley O, Butler still Is In
command of the line belween the city
and General Maas' forces, which are not
large, s0 far as armed men are cohs
carned, but to which has been added ro-
cently s conalderable force ready for

Water Plant Guarded,

More Helugees Arrive.

Wireleas reports to Rear Admiral Bad-
ger state that ne disturbances have oc-
curred In the const towns. ‘The Amerl-
can-Huawalian lner Dakotan arrived to-
fday from Puerto Mexico with 137 Ameri-
van refugess on board, The capisin of
the Dakotan sald he saw no Indloations
at Puerto Mexico of demonstrations after
word of the American landing at Vera
Crus was recelved. The steamer Mexico
probably will sall tonlght for Gulveston.
Bhe will carry refugees of all nations,
including those from the Dakotan.

The cruilser Denver at Manzanille on
the west coast, reportsa that she has &
number of American refugeea on board.
Sunday was & quiet day on the fleet
aspombled outalde the breakwater.
Admirals Badger and Fletcher are cop-
coarned over the refugess wsituation. If
the influx of refugees, who are unwiile
Ing to proceed to the United Btates con-
tinues, the sccommedations will soon be
overtaxed and this may hamper the mili-
tary operations. All refugees therefore,
are belng urged to procesd to Galvestoo.

While parleying with the drunken
men there appearsd n wmall party of
Mexican soldiers, whose officer protestad
aainst the summary execution of the
Amerioans. He drove the refugoss to tha
rear car and that was left standing on
the track. Later the coach waa (aken
to Aguas Callentes, where American Con-
sul  Schmute, Iallway Superintendent
Thomas and s number of rallway em-
ployes were added to the number of cap-
tives, all of whom wers locked In the
smelter,

Another party of American refugess
fleeing from a town In the stale of Aguss
Callentes, were driven from the train
and marooned at the statioh of Trinidad.

K. M. Van Seandt, president of tha
American club and all the trustees und
officers of the club are under arrest in
Mexico City, sccording {0 news reports
here. Among the detained are: H. O.
Agramonte, & civil war genernl: W. Ia
Vall, J. ll' Huchanan, William A. Pariker,
¢, G. Ray, E. Marr and Charies Yaeger,
the club's mannger, whoe alse s a vel-
eran of the American civil war,

HBankers Tindeyry Arrest.

All the officials of the Mercantile bank-
ing company and the Mexico City Bank-
ing company. also are In custody in the
oapital, The officers of the bank wera
arrested because they refused to con-
tribute money (o Lhe governament.

The American grocery was burned and
an attempt made to fire the American
elub, Three other American storen were
jocted. Hand bills urging - the populace
tn burn American business houses Were
distributed. A number of American
women In the caplial, who otherwise
might have come to Vera Crus on the
refugeo train, refused to lsave thelr hus
bands. The order against leaving Mexico
City appears not to bave applied to
them,

WASHINGTON, April M—American
Consul Canada has potified the State de-
partment that many Amerioan refugess
have been tuken from tralns and im-
prisoned at Aguas Callentes by Mexican
soldiers. Besides Americans, tha conaul
reporis other forelgners have been de-
tained, most of them baving besn em-
ployes of the smalters at Aguas Callentes.

Protest againat the action was made to
Consul Canada by Alfred Doarr, presi-
dent of the American Smelting and Re-
fining company, who succeeded In reach-
ing Veran Cruz from Amuas Callentes.

The Stale department here, through tha
firazilian ambassndor haas nsked that the
American citisens imprisoned be released.

ralled from Tealns.

Later, It was learned that Conaul
Canada reported to the State department
that the Amerionns and other refugees
heid at Aguas Callentes had been pulled
from a train about to leave for Vera
Crus by & mob and that loeal police inter-
ferred and rescued them, They wera
then held in the smelters, none being per-
mitted to reboard the train, Consul
Canada also reported that about 300
American refugees from Mexico City had
arrived at Vera Cruz up to jast night.

Demand American Lives

Mr, Doerr, nconrdiig to Consul Cannda.
reported the Aguas Callentes incident,
gave the nammes of more than fifty Ameri-
wans, mostly women snd ohlldren, whe
wero on the train and are now In the
smelter where they are held for protee-
tlon, He says that when the party was
firet dragred off the traln at Incarnacion,
tke mob demanded the Uves of the Ameri-
pans, and sven went so far as to produce
two priests who might have heard their
confeasion before they were put to death.

Troops who were on hand dissuaded the
mob from viclence at that stage, segre-
galed the Americans In one car, and
munaged to get them to the smalter whers
they are now confined.

Another party of about fifty Americans
boarded the same traln which left Aguas
Oalientes, but were thrown off by the
traln crew at Trinidad, whero at Iast re-
ports they were siranded with no hotel
and no accommodations of any kind.
