tained it from the sapoto trco by tapptnv
nnd today the manner ot gathering th
sap Is tn clone analogy to the process ot
gathering mapto sugar In New Kngland
Tho tree I Indigenous to the northern
countries of South America, Central
America, and especially In Mexico, the
last nanwd furnishing about
of the entire supply consumed annually
In tho United 8tatcs.

The sapoto tree la uuolly found in
croups, frequently grows to a height )C

forty to fifty feet, Is generally very
straight, and has a long, clear length
which makss it most desirable for timber
Tho wood Is of a reddish mahogany color,
la quite hard, heavy, compact In texture,
and fine grained, Door sills and frames
of this remarkable wood have been un-

earthed In the prehistoric ruins ot Uxmxl
and found to bo In an excellent state ot
preservation.
