Tho warm weather and clear skies In
tho southwest are ripening the grain and
preparing It for the harvester. Weather
conditions were never as good In tho twogreat Wheat belts nn thev are nnw. In
the winter wheat country where tho
urnui is now oeing narvesteu andthrashed, the temperatures are high and
conditions ar favorable for tho work
that la being pushed. In tho spring
wheat country thero have been ample
rains during tho last few days and thocrop Is In excellent shape.

A message from St. Louis says that new
wheat Is selling thero at Ho under July
for June shipment; for July shipment ItIs selling lc under the July. Advices frommany sections of the southwest say thattho movement will be early and thatthere win be more of the new crop avail-
able during tho month of Julv than everwas known before.

July corn was tho loader In that marketand it was lc higher at one time and
closed with a gain of Tc. Tho longs wero
sellers and they showed 11 Willingness to
take profits. Those who are short tho
JiJiv were anxious to break tho price, but
their offerings were quickly absorbed andthey gave the matter up for a bad Job.New lork bought some corn here through
McKonna-Rodger- s, and a message was
reeclved by FInley Barrell & Co. from the
seaboard saying that three cargoes ofArgentine corn aro duo thore and two
have already arrived, but tho condition

the price of oats as on a reason-
able footing compared with corn regard-
less of the government report. There
were advices that oats were suffering Ir-
reparable Injury from drouth In Missouri
and Illinois.
