British Censor Puis Lid On All In-
formation from Weatern and
Hastern Scenca of War
Opermtions.

PARIS, Oct. 6.—The following of«
flelal comfmunication was given out
In Paris this afternoon:

“On our left wing the front is ex-
tending more and more widely, Very
important masses of German cavalry
have been reported in the environs
of Lille, coming from forces of the
enemy, which are making & move-
ment in the region to the north of
the lioe lLetween Tourcoing (in the
department of Nord, seven miles
northeast of Lille), and Armentieres
(nine millen northwest of Lille).

“In the vicinity of Arras and on
the right bank of the river Somma,
the situation shows little change. Be-
fween the BSomme and the Oise
there hive been alternate advances
and withdrawals. Near Lassigny the
enemy undertook an important at-
tack, which, however, failed.

“On the right bank of the Alme, north
of Holssonn, we have, with the Co-Opata-
tion of the British army, made a allght
advance. Wa also made some progréss
in the vicinity of Berry Au Bao.

"There In oOthing to report from tha
reat of the front,

“In Belglum, the Helgian forces de:
fending Antwerp have occupiad strongly
the line between the river Rupel and the
river Nethe, Against this line the at-
tacks of the Germans have falled.
