WRITES DYING DECLARATION

He Reiterates His Statement that
Had No Part in Slaying New

KEEPS COMPOSURE TO THE END

SING BING PTRISON, Ossining, N.
Y., July 80.-—Charles Becker was
put to death In the slectric chalr this
morning for the killing of Herman
Rosonthal, the New York gambler,
The former New York police llsuten-
ant retained his composurs and pro-
jtested his innocence to the last, He
went to his death with a photograph
of his wife pinned on his shirt over
hie heart. Three shocks were given
before the prison phyxicians pro-
nouneed Becker dead at 5:5686 o'clock.

Beckeor led the way to his pwn ex-
ecution. The condemned man sat
up all night on the edge of his cot,
ealmly talking te Deputy Warden
Charles H, Johnson.
