LONDON VIEW OF THE OUTLDOKI

BERLIN, Aug. 17.-—(Via
dor,)—One of the ontiving forts of
Kovno, batween the Niemen river and
Goeia, to the south of the main forti-
fication, has besn captured by the
Germans, It was announced by the
German heandquarters staff today.
