who have not acquired eltizenship.

The last census ligures likewise show that
the total number of forelgn borm males over

twenty-one yeurs of age in the United States Is |

6.048,817. It is therefore eVen more praposter-
our to say that there are 8,000,000 able-bodled
men in the United States who owe allegiance to
European nations,

While statistica covering the number of for-
eign born who have become naturalized are not
accessible to us, some light may be secured from
o comparison with the election returns. Here in
Nebraska the ocenpus glives us In round figures
350,000 male Inhabitanta of voting nge, and the
bighest vote cast s approximately 275.000,
which with the addition of the usual ten per
cent for the vote not polled would bring the
number of eligible to vote In this state well
above 300,000, Iy Nebraska is typleal, then, it
would be not far out of the way to figure at most
fifteen per cent of thone of voting age to be in-
ecligible to vote, and fifteen per cent for the
whole country would be leas than 1,000,000, Bo
“the _K,000,000 able-bodied men in the United
Btates who owe allegiance to European nations’
miist be for the most part merely B,000,600 men
in bueckram,

The Ballot and the People.

Senator Root's speech to the New York con-
stitutionnl convention, in favor of the short hal-
lot, will bring the subject prominently forward
for dlscussion again, His arralgnment of “‘in-
visible government” is strong and virile, but the
strongest argument for the short ballot does not
rest on that point alone, The fragmentary re-
port of SBenator Root's remarks, furnished for
the news columns, glves no mention of the real
reasons for removing a great many of the minor
effices of government from the elective to the
appointive classifieation. These reasons are nu-
merous and polent, and are coming more and
more to be understood and accepted by students
of our political structure., The short ballot does
not moean taking the power away from the peo-
ple, whose rule will be more absolute when it is
eoncantrated on the electlon of responsible ad-
ministrative and executive officers, The Bee's
plea for the short ballot met with only partial
response In Nebraska, where the length of the
ballot has reasched such proportions as to be ri-
Giculous as well as to effectually prevent an In-
talligent and diseriminating exercige of the vot-
er's tholee. If New York should adopt the pro-
posed reform, It may encourage Nebraskans to
similar action.

Notable Feat of Naval Engineering.

Bringing into dry dock the remains of sub-
marine F-4 Is another notable achievement of
ihe engineers of the United States navy. To do
this some new records had to be established,
ruch as the descent of a diver to the unheard-of
depth of 215 feot. Deep disappointment will be
feit that not one of the crew lost with the boat
bas yet been found, and that the processes of
rescuing the hull have necessarily destroyed
wuch that would have been useful In deter
mining the cause of the disaster. Enough 1=
there, though, to give the naval experts great
amslstance in thelr efforts to solve the problems
of undersea navigation, especially as to the dif
ficultiea of proper construction, and future sub-
marine sallors will have the advantage of pro-
tectlon thus devised. For the public, the chief
fife=am ip that the navy has been sucoessful in
wresting from old Neptune's grip the boues of a
vessel that seomed hopelesely lost.

One form of extravagance conpists in  eearing
clothes that «re not appropriate, It is pot extravagant
for n wenlthy woman, who always rides In her
imousine, to wear white suiede shoes or French-heslad
matin slippe's, or shoen with light cloth tops, It s a
manifest exteavagancoe for the working woman, ob-
Hged to wa k through muddy streets, to Indulge In
wich impractical foolgear. Yet, becauss those who
st the fashlons decree that white or champagne-
rolored galters are the latest mode, avery shopgirl (e
miserable until she can purchass them! The result
to beholders Is mont distressing, as the light colors
are ustally stalned and splashed with mud. There la
nothing refined about dirty finery.

Some people In our modern life {(In small towns as
well an eitles) honestly belleve that they are not ex-
travagant, bocause they cannot concelve of any way
by whieh they can possibly economize, Men and
women Imag!ne many valn things which they take for
gospel truth. Thoy ofton may: “It always pays to
purchase good thing» " In one sense, this Is true. A
good quality of material will outlast a shoddy, cheap
material. The extravagance or economy of a pure
chase may depend, however, on other things, If you
are one of the women of moderats Inoome who cast
aside a sult or & gown the moment the least change
of style has taken place, then It Is mru_lnly not
economy to buy an expensive gown. Ome for & lower
price will look as well for a short season.

People In  very moderate ciroumstances have
formed in the last few yours, habits of entertaining at
public restaurants and cafes, hecause unwilling to give
a little thought and attention to meals in the home. In
many cases this is a foollah oxtravagance. The
temptation s lo order rocklessly and {ndiscriminately.
and there are all manner of other necemsary expendi-
tures, including the tipplng of walters. The actual
materials for axcellant refreshments are comparatively
cheap’ it only needs that the housekeeper take the
troubis to cook them, Of course there ia much to be
sald in behalf of the ease of entertaining in publie.
It certainly Is not extravagant, when the woman giv-
ing a luncheon or dinner is & hard-worked profossional
or business woman, but these are not the women to
whom these remarks apply.

It has become a standing Joke that peopls of
modest means in avery village, town and city in Amer-
lea, are mortgaging their homes, In order to have a
car of some sort. Undoubtedly it is true that some
familles malntaln motor cars, who seem not able to
afford them; yel many cars are so inexpensive nowa-
daye, that their initlal cost s not great, and the seem-
Ing exiravagance may be justified by the benefits of
the new outdoor life, fresh alr, and normal pleagurans
in which the entlre family eoan participate. The
maintenance of u car depends largely on the Individual
clrcumstances. People living In the country take care
of It themnelves, housa it in & amall shed on the
premises, and maintain it for almost noth'ng. In cities.
the cost of keeping a car at a garage Is very high;
this, many times, s the extlravagance.

Many are the fallacles with which people comfort
themselves, nnd excuso running into debt. In its last
analysls, ecxiravagance is not only a matter of bad
judgment, of bad taste, but of actual immnorality, Hon-
osty Is one of the foundation qualitiea of a sound
churacier. Extmvagance lmplles many timea tha
presence of wuch uniovely qualities as indolence, of
weak snobbory, of mctual dishonesty.
