WASHINGTON, D. ., Nov, 1.—A saries
of soavere sarth shockks wero recorded by
the Gedrgetown university's selsmograph
here early today which lasted fur about
thres houra.

The firat whook was felt ut 249 A m.
The main phass of all the shocks was
felt at 3:M oclock, the tremors dying
awey at 5:31. The disturbance is roughly
eatimated to have been about 4000 miles
from Washington.
