Ohlo voters yesterday rejected state-
wide prohibltion for the second time
in two years, great Inroads were
wade by the temperance forees on
wet territory. Falrly accurate re-
tarng from seventy-seven of the
eighty-elght counties of the state
gave a majority of 41.000 against
prohibition amendments, Estimates
cn the official majority against the
praposal run from 20,000 to 40,000.'

Last year the prohibition amendment
was defeated by a majority of 8,162 Pre-
election claima by anti-saloon league
lenders of big gains for thelr canuse in the
larger cltiesa were partly realized. In Clin-
cinnatl, the stronghold of the liberal in-
teresta, last year's advers majority of
6,80 wams cut down to approximately
90,000, while In Cleveland the wet ma-
Jority of 44,710 was reddced to about 26,000,
Guins were also registered by the dryas in
many other coupties,

The voters not only rejected prohi-
bitlon, but also defeated by substantial
majorities three other constitutional pro-
posals and two laws enacted by the leg-
lalature. One of The rejectad proposals
would have prevented for six years &

The other amendments were (o exemp
from taxation all public bonds and to
extend the terms of county officials from
two to four years.
