chiaf surgeon of the Cananea Con-
solideted Copper company; his as-
pistant, Dr, James Miller, and two
American chauffeurs, J. D. Pylant
and A, L. Wilson, had been killed
Wednesday by Carransa riflemen
near Agua Priets.

The four men are declared held
prisoners at Villa Verde, twenty
miles south of Naco, and the bellef
is generally expressed that Villa de-
liberately told the story of thaelr
death in order that he might hold
tham and supply his urgent need ot
surgeons without being subject to
inquiry or the necessity of glving
them up.

The Cananea Consolidated company of-
ficials diplomatieally assumed, howaver,
that Villa merely had been mistaken and
wont (o the Mexican outlaw chlef today
with & request that they be relemssd,
Villa was preparing to leave Naoo thia
morning and did not tmmodiately reply.

Hiory Told by Vilia.

NACO, Aris, Nov. &—Francisco Vilia
renched the border ncroas from hers lo-
day with 5000 of the army defealed by
the Carransa forcea Monday at Agua
Prieta and told American army officers
that Dr, . H, Thighen, chief surgeon of
the Cananea Consoclidated Copper com-
pany: his assistant, Dy, Miller, and two
American chauffeurs, J. D, Pylant and
A, L. Wilson, bad been killed yesterday
morning by Calles' fire in front of Agua
Priota,

They were succoring wounded at the
time and wandering Into the line of fire
and were all shot down while under the
Red Cross rlag. They were buried whare
they fell, but Villa, while formally ex-
pressing regret at thelr death, declined
|tonllht to say where thoy were buried,
He could not permit any bodiea to be
diminterred, even to clear a doubt that
they actually had been niiind,

Under Death Waiteh,

This doubt was caused by the statement
of Dr. Froderick H. Wickman of St
Louls, Mo., who dashed across the line
this afternoon shouting that he was about
to be shot and afterward doclared that
he had seen Drs, Thighen aud Millor at 9
o'clock last mnight. Wickham, howevaer,
appearsd to be somewhat daxed from fa-
tigus and the experience which he de-
clares ho underwent whileo under a death
watch awalting exscution for some un-
known offense. *
