KIOTO, Japan, Nov. 9-—Most of
the diplomats and special envors
who have arrived here Lo attend the
voronation ceremonies are quartered
at the Kioto hotel, which has been re-
furnished from cellar to roof, Every
article used was manufactured under
the directlon of the Imperial house-
hold, constituting one of the items
in the 35,000,000 budget provided to
pay the expenses of the coronation.

Preas representativea were entertalined
at the hotel by Mayor Inouye at a his-
torie Japaness dinner. Anclent dances pre-
eented by gelsha girle took the guests
back 1000 ysara in the history of the
empire.

The. mayor pald tributa to the Impor-
tant role the press has played In promot-
ing the progress of Japan, and like the
mayors of Amerioan cities he took ad-
wvantage of the epportunity to point out
the altractiveness of Kioto and the great
industrial advance it has made.
