Red Cross Representative Says at
Least Two Thousand People
Perish Every Day from
Hunger.

PICTURES TERRIBLE SCENES
Tells of Gaunt Women Olawing
Scraps to Eat Out of Gar-

bage Heaps.
MEETING HELD IN CAPITAL

WABHINGTON, Dec. 8, — Two
thousand people are dying every day
throughout Mexico from starvation.

This statement was made by J.
O'Connor, special representative of
the Red Cross in Mexico, at the an-
nyual meeting of the organization.

Mr. O'Connor replied to those who
have charged Red Cross workers with
giving untrue reports of conditions
id Mexico, by saying that he had data
showing thal in the federal district
about Mexico City, in October, the
daily number of death due'to starva-
tion was about 220. He added that
he considered it a conservative estl-
mate to say that at least 2,000 were
dying every day in the whole of
Meleo, from lack of food or on ac-
count of disese attendant upon fam-
ine conditions,

Claw In Garbage Heaps,

“In the streets,” he declared, “I often
saw gaunt women and children clawing
in barren garbage heaps for scraps?. 1
AW groups of pathetic wretches walling
hours before doors of private houses
for a cupfui of soup. I saw acres of
paupers’ graves where the dead were
buried po fast that the tin name plates
reguired by law were not set above the
BEraves.
