Thia visiting physician went to
the rear door of ths quarantined homs,
changed down to his trousers and under-
garments, put on his diver's sult and
Kknocked at the rear door. The houne-
keeper, opening the door, was frightencd,
naver having seen anyone in auch a sult.
Upon making himself and his business
known, he was laken into the parior to
awalt the coming of the Omaha regular
attendant. Thia physician arrived In &
short time, rang the front door hell, was
admitied and went directly to the little
girl—slck with the most dreadful and
fearfully contagious disease known to
physicians. When told that the doctor
who had been called In consultation was
present, he came to the parior, met the
visiting physiclan, and they went to-
gether to the bedaide of the little pa-
tlent. After the completion of thelr visit
tha village physician retired to the coal
shed to clean up, the Omaha doctor went
gut the front way and probably to see
other patienta. This story is told to warn
the people of Omaha. Watch doctors.
