I do not believe that Dr. Hubbard in-
tended to convey the impression which
has been made, and having been almost
constantly with my brother during his
illness, I feel it my duty to say that
while he died triumphant in Christian
faith, there was nothing in the least,
miraculous or superhuman connected
with his death.

The lamented Rev. Dr. T. II. Pritchard,

"His wife told me that the day he died
was the happiest day of his happy life,
lie knew that he was going to die, and
when she placed her face beside his and
asked him 'if he loved her.' 'Yes. my
precious wife,' answered he, and then he
began to repeat the word, 'O, the preci-
ous name of Jesus," when she added: 'Ah,
you love me, I know you love me, but
you love that precious name ten thousand
times more.' 'Yes,' said lie, 'I do love
Jesus ten thousand times more than all
else in this world.'

"Just before he breathed his last, his
beloved physician informed me that he
seemed to be conversing with the Saviour,
as though he was personally present with
him, and said: 'O! how delightful it is.
I knew you would be with me when the
time came, and I knew it would be sweet,
but I did not know it would be so sweet
as it is.'

"411 that day his face shone as did that
of Moses when he came from the pres-
ence of God in the mount, and when the
supreme hour came the glory of God
overshadowed that sacred chamber
where the good man met his fate."

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ANTI-TRUS- T LEGISLATION.

You will ask how this is to be doneAn honest, faithful execution of the laws
already upon the statute book would de-
stroy them, and this faithful execution
can be had whenever the public willarouse themselves to select only such
public servants as will faithfully exe-
cute those laws. But it has been suggest-ed that additional enactments will be
useful. I would not be understood as
opposing any suggestions made by others
at this meeting who are more familiar
with the subject than I, and who have
studied it more profoundly, but I ven-
ture to suggest some action that may
well be enacted by any legislature which
is really and genuinely hostile to these
cancers upon the body politic. First con-
sider the nature of the operation of these
illegal combinations. They combine vast
masses of capital, then whenever they
find an honest dealer or a competing
manufacturer making a reasonable profit
on the same goods tbey put an agent, or
open a store nominally in the name of
another, alongside of him and undersell
him till they have broken him up or forced
him to sell out to the trust, when imme
diately the price of the manufactured
article is put up to the consumer and
the price of the raw material is put
down to the producer. The monopoly hav-
ing no longer any competition, the pro-
ducer is forced to take an unjustly low
price and the consumer to pay an unrea-
sonably high one, and the opportunity
of countless thousands of men who would
have been dealers and manufacturers,
supporting their families, is destroyed.
Those dealers and manufacturers would.
by their competition, have guaranteed
just prices to the creator of the raw ma-

terial, and reasonable prices to the con-

sumer. But the trusts destroy all classes
alike and put the profit into their own
coffers.

The additional legislation . which has
occurred to me is: 1. The trusts being
illegal", they should be treated as all
other joutlaws

' and forbidden the use of
the courts to collect the debts due to
them. When they sell their goods on
a credit, the defense that the cred-
itor is a trust may be plead-
ed, and if proven should bar any
recovery. Enormous as are their illegal
accumulations, even the trusts must do
some business on credit. Such an act
as this has been passed in Missouri, Ar-

kansas and Texas, and possibly in other
States. The statute in a modified and
milder form was introduced in the last
General Assembly by Mr. Stevens and
passed the lower House, but the agents of

the trusts were able to persuade the Sen-

ate that it was a dangerous measure as
it was, but to the trusts alono. That
the trusts should have so earnestly op-

posed it is conclusive answer to those
who say the law would have done no
good. The trusts may be trusted to know
their own interests. When the "SleVens"
bill is introduced in the coming Legisla-
ture, if public opinion is expressed un-

mistakably in its favor it will not suffer
a second defeat.

2. There is needed a rigid enforcement
of the Craig law which forbids any cor-

poration chartered in another State to

do business in this State until it has been
in this State and has be-

come a North Carolina corporation. The
Craig law has been held constitutional
by the Supreme Court of this State, and
similar acts have been sustained by the
United States Supreme Court. By its en-

forcement every corporation doing busi-

ness in this State will be subject to State
control and regulation, and if any of them
are proven to be trusts or otherwise

doing an illegal business, they can be

wound up and forced to cease their opera-
tions in this State.

A TAX ON EARNINGS.

2. The owners of the vast accumulations
of the illegal concerns, operating un-
der the prohibition of both State and
Federal statutes; require to be protected
against the penalties denounced by those
statutes. To that end portions of the
amounts illegally levied by these modern
Dick Turpins are set aside for the pur-
chase or control of newspapers, for dona-
tions to educational institutions, which
shall indoctrinate our youth with senti-
ments of the holiness and beauty of trusts
and the liberality of trust magnates, and
in the debauching of elections and the ma-
nipulation of Legislatures and Congresses
through lobbyists and other well known
and reprehensible methods. They are
thus a cancer on the body politic.

These and other evils are known to
everyone. They are like the sun, but
only in that none can fail to see them.
No one denies the existence of these evils
or apologizes for them save those who
are employed by the trusts or who are in
some way favored or controlled by them.
Public sentiment and the public interest
are against them. But the trusts sur-
vive and prosper. The people of the State
can put an end to them. Will they do
it? Shall it be said of our people as of
the allied armies of 1814, "You can do
everything and you attempt nothing."

10:30 to Midnight.

MUCH GUN POWDER WAS DESTROYED

The Theory of Spintineous Ccmbusti-j- is Not

Entertained as There Were no Fabrics

in the Building at the Time

of f xpiosi;n.

At 4::U) ). m., a watchman made his
usual rounds of inspection and found
everything about the magazines in
proper order. At S:.'lu p. m., the
watchman ajrain made his round and
turned in a report showing evcrythimrin projicr order. At. l'i:l." p. in., the
explosion occurred withoul warning
and without the slightest clew as to
what occasioned it. There was .'lo.uuo
K)iinds of smokeless powder. After

tho first explosion the lire found its
way to the ammunition, and this caus-
ed successive explosions, lasting until
after midnight. Most of the ovder
was; destroyed, but some of the smoke-
less powder lies scattered about in
heaps, not having been itrnited. Manv
of the shells and smaller projectiles
also are lyir.g about uiiexploded, al
though showing the effects .of heat.
The loss is estimated bv Admiral
O'Neill at between .::.".0f;) and $:;().0()()
on powder and ammunition. The loss
to the buildings is considered trill in it.
A small photograph ini-- ; plant also was
destroyed. The damage was coniined
to this spot, which is a ravine, iso
lated from the main buildings on tin
hijj-- grounds. The officers' quarters
and those used by workmen and theii
families were considerably shaken up
many windows being broken and th
plasterinurs of ceiling's being- - - shaken
down.
