QAY TAKEN TO WILSON,

Killed Wade Aycock, Was Threatened With

lynching.
There will be a number of cases on

trial in Wilson next week of great in-s- ix

terest, as there are now capitalcases to be heard in that county.
Sheriff W. D. P. Sharp, of Wilson, was

in Raleigh this week, and returned to
Wilson with Geo. Gay, the young white
man who is to be tried for his life for
the killing of Wade H. Aycock last
year.

Aycock was in his bar room and Gay,
who was his clerk, shot him after some
words about money collected. Then Gay
turned the pistol on himself and shot.
It was thought at one time that he would
die. There were threats of lynching
made by friends of Aycock, near Fre-
mont, and Gay has been in the State'.":
Prison here for safe keeping, until he
was in a condition to be tried.

He seems now to be in fairly good
health, and the trial is expected to be-

gin early in the week at Wilson. A
great crowd is expected to be present.

BODY WILL EE KEPT OUT.

Mr. Strickland Will Test the Ifficacyof Em-

balming the Dead- -

A telegram lias been received from the
daughter of Mr. V. H. Conklin, in Mt.
Airy, saying that the family were unable
to bury th body, on account of poverty,
and asking Mr. Strickland, the under-
taker, to dispose of it as he might see
fit. Mr. .Conklin is the old man who died
here last Monday morning, and who had
been asking rssistante on the ground of
being a Confederate veteran. The body
was embalmed by Mr. Strickland, to
whom the city authorities turned it over.
If nothing further is heard, it is Mr.
Strickland's intention to test the length
of time an embalmed body will stand ex-

posure to the air. Several physi-ian- s
who have examined the body pronounce it
a perfect, example of the embalmer's skill,
and say it will continue in its present
state of preservation for a very long
t ime.

BURNED THE FENCE.

No Fence Act Causes Trouble iu Bladen County
Governor Offers Hcward- -

Senator George Currie, of Bladen coun-
ty, came up yesterday morning to see
the Governor in regard to the burning of
the stock law fence between Bladen and
Columbus counties. As a result the Gov-
ernor has issued a procl ima t ion offering
$200 reward for the apprehension of t';e
person who burned the fence between the
two counties.

Some weeks ago
the county commissioners f Bladen went
to the expense of rebuilding the fence,
but last week it was burned down for a
distance of eight miles.

It was named for Mars, the Oo-- l of War.
who was the son of Jupiter and was al-

ways hunting around for a light. He
was believed to be the father of Romu-
lus, the founder of the Roman Empire and
hence was held in great reverence by
the Romans. March was named for him.
Thosie old Greeks and Romans had no
weeks nor days of the week no Sun-
days or Mondays or any other day, but
they divided tine by Calends and Ides-Th-

Calends wire the first days of the
month and the Tdcs were the fifteenth.
All the intermediate days were desig-
nated by these, as for instance, the third
day after the Calends of May or the fifth
day before the ides of March. The: Ro-
man senate always began its ses.don on
the Ides of the month, except that alter
Julius Caesar was murdered the anni-
versary of that day. the l ies of March,
was observed as a sacred day. I want
the young" people to know and remember
that we got our months from Roman
mythology and the days of our weeks
from Scandinavian mythology. Now
listen to a part of this wonderful story,
for it is classic and more fascinat-
ing than the Arabian Nights. Two thous-
and years ago it was the faith and re- -

ligion of millions of people. Jupiter was
the god of the Greeks and the Romans
and Woden was the god of the Norse-
men and each had a son who was ;he
god of war. There was the son of
Woden- - AYednesday was named for
Woden and it was originally Woden's
day. Thursday was named for Ttmr and
Friday fcr his mother. Each of these
mythologies had a hades or infernal reg-
ion for bad people and evil spirits.
Pluto presided over the one and a wo- -

man named Hela over the ofher. That
is where the word Hell came from. It
seems an awful thing to put hell in
charge of a woman, but they said that
no man was as bad as a bad woman-He- r

father was narred Loki and. she had '

two brothers. One was a serpent so big
and so long that it wrapped around the
world, and then swallowed its own tail.
The other was a wolf, so strong that he
broke the strongest chains just like they
were cobwebs. Then Woden got the;
mountain spirits to make another chain
and they made it of six things: the j

noise made by a cat walking, the beard j

of a woman, the roots of stones, the ,

breath of fishes, the smiles of bears and J

the spittle of birds. When the chain was
finished it was as small and smooth and
soft as a silken string, but no power" on j

earth could break it. And so they chain- -

ed him and killed him. Hut listen what
kind of a home Miss Hela had- - Hunger
was her dining table. Starvation was
her knife. Delay was her man servant-Sl- oth

her maid servant. A precipice

No wonder she was cruel and always
wore a stern, unhappy and forbidding
countenance.

This is just a sample of their mythol-
ogy. It tills up several books. Now,
where in the world did that people get
all these wonderful stoiies. Away back
in the ages they must have had poets
more imaginative than Homer. Some of
our most learned men say they got the
foundation of many of them from the
Bible. For the story goes that away back
in the ag"S he people got so bad that
Jupiter got. dreadful mad with them and
resolved to destroy them. So he sum-

moned all the gods to come to him, and
i

they came from all ifiirts of the heavens,
traveling on the milky way. which is the j

street of the gods, and after taking coun-
sel together they determined to destroy
all mankind and start with a new pair.
So Jupiter was alout to launch a red
hot thunderbolt at the earth ami burn it

j

up. but one of the gods told him that he
had better not, for he might burn up
heave n. too. So he concluded to use
water instead of fire, and then came ihe
Hood which drowned every human being
except Deucalion and his wife, who were
good people. They escaped to the top of
a mountain called Parnassus and were
saved. That is very much like the Bible
story of the flood and of Noah and Mount
Ararat. And just so they got Hercules
from Sampson and Vulcan and Apolio
from Jubal and Tubal Cain, and the

He ought to have gone a
little farther and abolished death and
then created more worlds for the never
dying people to live in. But we are
here and have to submit to things as
we nun mem. ami, as liovernor Dates
said, "Mr. Ingersoll, what are you going
to do about it?"

And now I want this month of March
to hurry up and pass away. It is aggra-
vating my grippe and I feel more- - like
writing "an ode to melancholy." It con-

tracts and withers my charity for my
fellow men. I don't care n cent for
Roosevelt and Tillman, nor Spootmr nor
the Atlanta depot. But as the old Per-
sian prophet said, "Even this shall pass
away." Fifty-thre- e years ago today my
wife and I were married, but on our ac-

count the weather was as lovely as a
Lapland night. I was one of ten chil-
dren my wife was one of ten, and we
have ten, and they have twenty, and no
great calamity or afflict ion hath befallen
us, thanks to the good Lord for His
mercies.

ttristics not inherent to the species. There
is talk in some sections about breedingcorn to have a larger nitrogenous con-
tent. We do not think that such efforts
w ill avail mm h. Far better accept corn
foi what it is, and breed for a larger
productiveness and better stature of the
I'lant, and get our protein foods from
plants that are naturally of a nitrogenous
character. What little that might he at-
tained in increasing the nitrogenous con-
tent of corn would amount to very little
in (hanging its character as a part of the
ration. Better accept the corn for its
carbonaceous character and mend it with
other plants that naturally have more
protein. It would be just as reasonable
to try to breed tomatoes to grow pota-
toes on their roots. It is far better to
improve the plant that naturally makes
tubers than to try to get the tubers on
an allied plant which is grown for tin
entirely different product. Let us grow
corn for corn and peas for peas, and not
try to make one into tb.3 other. The
Indian corn fills its place nobly as a
carbonaceous food material, and we can
see no advantage in changing its char
acter ii it eouki tie done. We need it
for just what it is.

THE Dl'AL PURPOSE COW.

We listened with a good deal of inter-
est to the paper read by Prof. Thomas
Shaw at the meeting of the National I,ive
Stock Association in Chicago last De-

cember- in regard to the dual purpose
cow and her management. Prof. Shaw
admits that a dual purpose cow is not so
good for milk as the pure dairy type, and
does not make as fine a beef as the pure
beef type. This whole question seems
to us to resolve itself into what a man's
interest is in. The dual purpose cow may
have some qualities that commend her
to the general farmer who is not felling
milk or butter, and wants an animal that
will make fairly good calves for th? butch-
er, though he is not a beef man. For
such, there may be some advantages in
having a cow of good size. which is
neither one thing nor another. ' But the
man whose greatest interest is in dairy
products does not want anything of the
sort. He wants the cow that will give
him the greatest amount of milk or butter
for the food consumed, and he does not
want to keep an animal on which he
loses annually, for the sake of being able
to make a beef out of her at the end

her use. Ten dollars added to her
value at the end of her life would be
lost time and again during the time she
was in the dairy. On the other hand,
the man whose interest is in leef wants
the animal which will lay on flesh and
fat in the best portions of her carcass
and is r t at all concerned In the quan-
tity of :v!k fho may make so that she

able to raise a gnod calf. Between
these t o (lasses there is. it is true, a
great 'la s of farmers who are directly
intero::ed in neither beef nor milk

a m:-ke- t product, and for these to
whom tile keeping of live stock is more

an in i l"nt to their grain farming the
deal ;rpose cow may ho of some im-

portance. We can heartily endorse what
Prof. Shaw said in regard to the import-
ance to the sto-'- fanner, whether he is
dairyman, beef man or general purpose
man. of growing mere cf the protein
foods for cattle. He said. ''While clover
stands prince among these legumes, it
ahme will not suffice. It will not, for ce

furnish the farmer with all he
needs of protein for his swine, nor even
tot his milch cows. Alfalfa is going to be
grown in ten times ten thousand places

the West and Northwest, where now
ho "common ide;- - prevails that it can

not be successfully grown. . . . The
growth of peas iti the Northwest is yet

its infancy. Two great families may
chosen from, the Canada pea and the

cow pea. Happily the latter will grow
where the heat is too much for the form-

er, and vice versa, so that one or the
other of these protein plants may be

giown in all parts of the Northwest.
Soy beans, too. have their place, and
Hieir growth in the future will be mul-

tiplied But with the exception
the clover plant, we are little children
