London, July 4. The Fourth of July
banquet, of the American Society in
London was given at the Hotel Cc.il
tonight. There was a remarkable mani-
festation of sympathy for King Edward
in his illness, and incidentally there
were some open expression of displeas-
ure with Joseph H. Choate, the United
States Ambassador. Between four and
five hundred Americans were present at
the; banquet, and the guests included
General Joseph Wheeler and the United
States Consul General in Indon, H.

Having eloquently toasted King Ed-

ward, Mr. Choate announced that in eon-sequen- ce

of His Majesty's grave condi-

tion, the other usual toasts, with the ex-

ception of the one to the President of
the United States, would be omitted, am?
that there woull bo no ppeech-makin- g.

Sir Francis Grcnfell proposed tho
health of President Roosevelt. After
this toast was drunk, Mr Choate and th
colonial officials hurried away to .ion
their court dress and to meet the Prime
of Wales at the India Office. The other
guests of the society remained, and in

spite of Mr. Choate-'- s announcement,
there ensued an unusually bright s'-ri-

of speeches, which were punctuated by
openly expressed dissatisfaction with th"

crease," said a well-know- n tailor, "and
while it makes no particular difference
In my line of business we cannot help
from noticing it. What special reason i3 t

to be assigned for tho increase in bow- -

legs is a question I am not prepared
to answer. But really it does not re-

quire tho experience of a tailor to es-

tablish tho fact that bowlegs are more
common now than ever before. Of course,
the tailor, because of the measurements
he is required to make, may notice things
of this sort more readily than the men
who arc engaged in other walks of life.

"We hive to measure a man's legs
when f order for a suit of clothes is
left, - we naturally notice the size
and e of the legs. Some time ago
my aviation was directed to the matter
by a man whose legs were just a little
above the average when it comes to
crookedness of this kind. I made up
my mind that I would conduct a little
study along this line. The results have
surprised me. I have found that but
very few men have straight legs that
is, legs that are normally straight. The
surprising fact about the matter is that
in a majority of instances a billiard
ball may be dropped between the calves
of the legs. Knock knees are not un-

common, but this affliction, if it may be
called such, is, I imagine, very largely a
matter of inheritance."

GRAIN MARKETS EXCITED

Heavy Rains Interfere With Wheat
and Oat Crops.

NDU3TRIAL SITUATION UNCHANGED

The Kentucky and Illinois Miners Announce

That They Will Not Strike, A Change

txpected in the Anthracite

Strike Next Week.

(By the Associated Press.)
New York, July 3. Bradstreet's tomor-

row will say:
"Weather and crop conditions have

been first in evidence this week, diverse
influences affecting different sections to
help or depress trade. Throughout tho
northern half of the country from the
Atlantic coast to the Rocky Mountains,
except in some parts of the Northwest,
cool, wet weather has injured or arrest-
ed crop development, hurt retail dis- -

j tribution and checked reorders and fall
I business with jobbers. On the upper
! South Atlantic coast, crop conditions
have been favorable and trade has been
measurably helped thereby, but extreme-
ly hot weather in the middle Gulf sec-
tion is complained of as affecting crop
and trade conditions. Warmer dry
weather is imperatively needed in tho
northern and western sections of the
country if summer trade is to reach its
full development. Eastern cities note
the check given by the weather to re-
tail trade and the summer re-ord- er busi-
ness.

"Grain markets have been considera-
bly excited this week by tho heavy and
almost torrential rains reported in the
central West. Winter wheat harvesting
has been interfered with, the oat crop
had been damaged and the growth of the
corn crop has been arrested. To just
what extent injury has been done re-
mains for warm fine weather to disclose.

"The situation has not changed ma-

terially in industrial lines. Signs of the
soft coal strike in Virginia and West
Virginia failing increase and a number
of mines have resumed. The Kentucky
and Illinois coal miners announce they
will not strike and thus .iolatc their
contracts. Tho anthracite strike drags
on, but a change is looked for next
week, the soft coal miners and coal car
rying roads are reaping a rich harvest.

THE COTTON CROP

Condition a Trifle Below Ten

Years Average.

In the Central Co'ton States the Decline is

Marked, in Othsr States itiis

Much Ls"

(By the Associated Press.)
Washington, July 3. Tho monthly re-

port of the statistician of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture will show tho verage

condition of cotton on Juno 23 to
have been 84.7, as compared with 15.1

on May 25, 1J02; 81.1 on June 25, 1001;
75.8 on July 1, 1900, and a ten year aver-

age of 85.G. With the exception of North
Carolina, where there seems to have
been a slight improvement, and Virginia,
where there is no appreciable change in
condition, every cotton producing State
shows a decline daring the month, the
decline being greatest in Texas, where
it amounts to 22 points, and in Louisiana.
Indian Territory, Mississippi and Ala
bama whore it is 11, 10, 9 and 8 points
respectively. The condition is, however,
still in excess of the ten year average
in the following States, by the number
of points stateel in each case:

Virginia, 3; North Carolina, 6; South
Carolina and Florida, 9; Georgia and
Arkansas, 7; Tennessee, 12; Oklahoma,
2, and Missouri. 10. On the other hand,
the condition falls below the ten year
average by 2 points in Louisiana and In-

dian Territory one point in Alabama, and
13 points in Texas. This report is made
up to June 25 and no changes subsequent
to that date have been taken into ac-

count. Tho department's statistical
agent for Texas, however, telegraphed
last night that the recent rains in that
State have been of little or no benefit
to the crop, and that a further deterio-
ration may be looked for unless there is
more rain by July 10.

Georgia, 91; Florida, 96; Alabama, S4;

Mississippi, S5; Louisiana, 85; Texas, 75;

Arkansas, 95; Tennessee, 98; Oklahoma,
90; Indian Territory.

John H. Estill, editor of the Savannah
Morning News, and Colonel Dupont Guer-
ry, a prominent attorney of Macon, who
were entered in the gubernatorial cam-

Mr. Terrell received 141
votes, Mr. Guerry 70 and Colonel Estill
80. Mr. Terrell served for four years as
State Attorney General, which position
he resigned to become a candidate for
Governor.

After tho nominations were made the
convention adjourned until 5 o'clock,
when tho platform was submitted and
unanimously adoptexl. It deals almost
entirely with State issues, prominence
being given to the liquor question. The
Kansas City platform is passed over in
silence and the name of W. J. Bryan is
not mentioned.

Upon the liquor ciuestion the platform
says:

"We do not believe tho cause of tem-
perance should be made a political issue
in this State. The best interests of the
people, as well as the furtherance of that
cause, demand the complete separation
of this question from personal and party
politics. Wo approve tho wisdom and
safety of tho non-partis- an policy which
characterizes our present legislation upon
this subject."

Some strife had been expected with
reference to tho Kansas City platform,
but tho matter was settled in commit-
tee and did not figure upon the floor of
the contention.

The public services of Senators Bacon
and Clay and of tho Georgia delegation
in Congress are commended and ap-

proved.
