Moves Mean

NEW YORK. Oct'so.-J- ba cabinet
crlala la Fraveo auy be the negfaalag
of tka ead of the war. It la aa ac
knowledgement of dlaaattafacttoa on
the part of Franco with the prograaa
of the war, and the final effort to pat
things to rights, particularly In the
Balkans. It the new mlnlatrr doea
not Improre the military and diplo-
matic situations. France may thea
consider pease.

The Immediate cause of the crisis la
the allies' diplomatic defeat la the
Balkans. But deeper than that la the
growing despondency at the inability
to drive the Germans from France
and penetrate Alsace-Lorrain- e, the
coveted. Because the situation was
so satisfactory at home, tka geaeral
public did not approve the Balkan ex-

pedition which the French look.
The French believe that the British

ought to aaaame responsibility for
cheeking the Germans ta tka Balkans.
Beyond doubt, there is a feeling thai
tha British have been guilty ot hesita-
tion aad Incompetence, and have not
aided tha allies aa much aa they
ought

The German threat against Egypt
and IndlaTIn the wake of a successful
outcome la the Balkans, makes the
British for the first time dependent
for assistance.

However, the Balkan situation may
eventually work out favorably for
France, and then she will bo more
able to ask a new basis of understand-
ing among the allies. This basis must
relate to the kind of peace acceptable
to them. (

California dry in 1916 will be taken
tomorrow when petitions seeking the
submission to the voters of a consti-
tutional amendment at the election In
November, 1916, will be placed In cir-
culation la 25,000, dlffereat Califor-
nia churches.
