LONDON, June §.—I1t is oMmcially an-
pounced that Karl Kitchener of Khar-
toum, soeretary of state for war, und a |
field marahal in the Britiab army, mlth:l
bis entire stafll, perished last night |
aboard the crulser Hampshire, which |
was sunk north of Scotland.

“The ship Hampshire, with Earl|
Kitchener and his staff aboard, sunk
jast night off the Orkney Islands, as|
the result of belag struck by either a;
mine or a torpedo.” I

found several corpses, and one cap-
sized lifeboat.

Kitchener'as carear has been one of
the moat berilliant in British military
bistory, and he wilt be revered In tra
dition with Wellington. Born in Coun-
ly Kerry, Ireland, in 1850, be gradu-
sted the Royal Military academy, and
after service with the French In the
Franco-Prussian war, entered the royal
etkineers aa a Heutenant.

In the Nile axpedition in 1884 he »o
distinguished himself an a cavalry
commander that he was breveted &
lievtenant colonel, and recelved sev-
enl decorations. He waa slationed In

Exypt for severnl years, and in his op-
erations with the Egyptian troops he
wan steadlly promoted, and was given
several knighthood orders by the
crown and by the Egyptian kbedive.

Az Bidar, he commanded the British-
Egytlan forces In 1896, recovering Don-
gola for Egypt. and he was made a
major general. For crushing the
power of the Khalifa two yearn later
he was ralsed (o the peerage as Baron
of Kbartoum, thanked by parliament,
and made governor general of Egyp-
tian Soudan.

Golng to SBouth Africa the following
year, he rendered invaluable assist.
ance to Lord Roberts as his chief of
siaff. When Roberts was called home
to become commander in chief, Kitch-
ener succeeded him ax commander of
South Afriean operations, and carried
on the campalgn to a successful con-
clusion. For thin, he was again raised
in the peerage, and appointed com-
mander in chief of India.

With the oubreak of the preseni war,

Kitchener was made secretary of state
for war, and as & result of his active
work both in this capacity and as a
field marshal, in preparing the raw re-
erults for servics, he was made an
earl. Ax is always the case in such
a crisis, there bave been frequent criti-
clsms of Kitchener from British
sources, at times amounting to de-
mands for his removal from office.
Kitchener was a campaigner, not a
“parade soldier.” He pursued the
course he deemed best, caring not a
whit what the people thought of It. He
has wsiways been a wonderfully
shrewd ecalculating military machine,
and while it cannot be =zald that he
was universally loved through the Brit-
Ish empire, he was universally respect-
ed. He dealt with the public as with
