LANDS AND HOMES.

Marion county is situated in the
heart of the magnificent "Willamette
valley, the ventral gem in the clus-
ter of rich counties that form that
princely domain, and is the banner
commonwealth of the great north-
west in all the essentials that go to-
wards making It a profitable abiding
place, and a home for the thrifty
farmer, the cunning artisan and the
industrious mechanic.

BOUNDARIES.

Marion county is bounded on the
north by the Willamette river and
Butte creek which separates it from
Clackamas county; on the east by
Clackamas county and the Cascade
mountains, which separate it from
Wasco county; on the south by the
Sautiam river and the north fork of
the Santiam, separating it from
Linn county.andon the west by the
Willamette river.

PHYSICAL FORMATION.
