More than
that, Team making u full list of all
the suloons and balls where An-
archists congrogate, and will recom-
mend to the Mayor that thelr leen-
sos be revoked,  From this time out
any Anarchist mesting will be
broken up or provented. I don't
think they wayt to fight very badly,
but If they do they ean haveall they
want."
