Cork Coverings for Eleam Pipes
A paper on the superior value of
sork coverings for steam pipes and as n
stion of water servies pipes from
frost has been published by & French
neer.  Acoording to this paper, one
ﬂety of these coverings which is
found to be very efficient consista of
pleces of ecork, shaped to fit the differ-
ent sizea of pipes, with radial joints,
siniflar to the staves of a barrel, which
are placed nround the pipe and for the
time bound to the pipe by strings
Afier the pipe so covered has been used
with steam for some time and the cork
been sufficiently dried, the crevices ave
filled in and the string replaced by wire
—elbows being also covered in the samte
manner—and, after the covering Is
finally fixed, the pores and crevices nre |
closed by & coat of paint or lime wasl.
In anotlier arraugement, as proposed. |
reotangular blocks of cork, about 114
ineh wide, and varying in thickness
from one-fourth of an inch for swall
pipes to five-eighths of an inch for
pipes from four inches in diameter
and upward, and cemented to etrips
of eloth by an india rubber solution,
are used; the bands are lapped spi-
rally around the pipes and elbows and
eoversd by another band of water
proof eanvus Iapped in the same wan-
ner, o ns to cover the joints of the
cork bands. the whole being afterward
covered by a thick coating of paint or
tar

M. Perrier,
a French paturalist, who has paid great
attention to the group, kept warious
species submerged in water for months |
uninjured ; and in this country there is

one species, and another in the Falk- |
land islands, which eominonly passes
its entire life or a great portion of it in
streams and pools. The nawe earth-
worm is therefore somewhat mislead-
ing when applied to these forms, which
bhave, however, no particular relation
to the normally aquatic allies of earth

The
best way is to cut a noteh in the side of
the cork of the botile and let the oil
flow through. This prevents the oil
from coming faster than you want it.
After a bit add a few drops of vinegar,
and it will expedite matters In bringing
the salad to the desived smoothness and
conslstency.
