Our Congressman Fovors a
Change of Ratio.

FAILURE T0 ENFORCE THE TAW.

Assigned as the Canse of the Pres-
ent Crisis.

Herman on 8ilver.
PorTLAND, July 6, —Congressman
Horman In his address at Roseburg on
the Fourth, said: “In reference to the
sllver question, belleying in free mint-
age of allver as well as gold, but fearing
that the United Htates alone ocsnnot
maintain the present ratio of 16 to I,
I favor a change of ratlo.” In the
event of a failure to secure free colnnge
he belleved the government would be
able to encourage larger circulation of
silyer by demonetizing gold coin of
less denominaticn than ten dollars,
In his judgment the present orisls Is
more chargeable to fallure to enforce
the Bhorman law, than to the law iteell
The treasury department ashould redeem
sllyer bullion certifioates In silveras
well as gold. He further sald the Bher.
man law should not be repealed until
a better guarantee is bhad that sliver
shall be recognized upon = just ratio
with gold and as free to the mints of
