CaicAao, [lls., Joly 11,—Early this
morping the remains of three more un-
foruonates were recovered from yester-
day's fearful fire, The remains are so
badly charred that ideotification Is ho-
possible. They are evidently not the
bodlea of firemen, owing Lo the loeality
In whioh they were found, The total
pumber of dead bodies so far recovered
ia 156, but the search in the rulos tbus
far has been very slight. There Is great
heat and oconfusion, and there la Do
doubt the list 18 still incomplete.

LATER,

It s now certaln that & number of
visitors and workmen were In the
building at the time the fire broke out,
Therefore it has been decided 10 muke
a minute examination of the rulos, fuot
by foot, as rapldly ns possible,

The electnio light company have a
number of men missing, and four Co-
lumbinn guards are wiill voaccounted
far,

It bas been defipiloly ascertuined
that only 11 firemen lost thelr lives as
follows: Captain James Fligpatrick,
Lieut.

THAT CHICAG(J FIRETRAP.

Thirty le. a8 Many Injured
and More Missing.

COLD STORAGE WAREHOUSE HELL.

—_————

Chieago’s Mayor Says the City
Will Take (harge of Such
Places.

OCuicaao, July 11,—Asa fire trap
the cold storage warehouse could not
bave been more porfectly constructed,
It was 280 foot long and 150 fest wide,
made of wood and covered with stafl.
The main bedy of the bullding was
five stories high, In the center rose the
smoke stack in the shape of a cupola
200 feot high, Itsbase wasabout thirty
fest square, and ninety feet up there
was a baloony from which rose a tower
oulmioating in the mouth of the smoke
stack, where the fire was Iafd. Iils
supposed thal the framework around
the mouth of the ohimney caught fire
from a dofect In the flue.

At first It appeared to be an insignifi-
cant affair, but, koowiog the inflam.
mable pature of the structure, Fire
Marshal Murphy 2alled sll the compan-
les out. With about forty of his men
Captain Fitspatrick elimbed the ladder
inside the tower to the baloony and
from there ropea were lowered to haul
up the hose, One Hoe of hose had been
gotten up when the wind caused the
flames to break out in an alarming
manner about ten feet from the top of
the eupols, In the meantime the fire
had eaten its way down the inside of
the structure and wsll unconsclous of
the fact the firemén were standing on
the shell of a burniog voleano,

The fire had been burning scarcely
twenty minutes when suddenly flames
burst oot around the base of the baleony
in perfeot fury. Allthe ropsa baoging
from the tower were burned away.
Oupe hose withstood the heat, however,
and John Davis canght hold of it and
slid down to the main roof where he
fainjed. His fave and hands were
terribly burped but physicians say
he will recover. Two of his fellow
firemen attempted to follow him bul be-
fore they were hall way dowu the hose
gave way and they dropped lnto the
sectblog mass of fire and were lost.
Aunother man started down a portion
of rope hanging from the tower but it
gave way and he full, striking ou his
head apd belog lustantly killed,

There now remained, according to
the count of various spealators, twenty-
five to thirty men on the tower. They
were hopelessly beyond human help,
the longest ladder falling short by fully
thirty feet, At this lerrible moment
Captain Fitzpatrick’s tall ferm appeared
before the men who were huddled to-
gether on Lhe narrow baleony. He
peemed to be addressing his brave fol-
lowers. As he cessed speaking one of
the men crept around the burning bal-
cony and returned a woment later with
arope. It was hastily fastened to the

Trailing around the baleony snd thrown

to the roof. Fitzpatrick was seen lo
polut to It and one of the men started
to shde down but before he was half
down the cruel Mlumes rolled up and he
was swallowed In the awful voleano.
Another tried It and met the same fate.
Oope after another fAve of the men at
this polot sprang from the balcony to
the roof. If auy survived the awful
leap Lhey were burned to death after-
wards,

The rope burned off about hall way

down but Flizpatriok, seelug the men
Jumping to doom, seized the strand and
started down. He dropped from Lhe
end of the rope and caught oo the Iad-
der which was ralsed to within twenly
feet of It. Fire Marshal Murphy, who
was on the roof, sprang forward and
soon resched Fitzpatrick. A shout of
admirntion and encoursgement went
up. The berolo marshal started back
with his friend, enveloped in fames.
With the energy of despair he clutebed
his comrade and slid down the ladder.
Both Murphy and Fitspatrick were un-
consclous when ploked up. The Form-
or, however, was not serionsly hurt,
but Filzpatrick wass pol expected Lo
survive the night,
HSoarcely (weniy-five minules hed
elupsed since the fire was discovered
but so rapid had been its progress that
the entire tower burned away sud fell
with au swful crash cerrylog with it
the unfortunates who were loft on the
beloooy aivd several fremen who were
playlog on the flames with the hose
fromu the roof.

Beelng It wes a hopeless Laak Lo at-
tempt Lo save the bullding the remaln-
fng fremen direcled their efforts to

lhu 'l‘hoy were lllnlly w!l.hln mh
of the world's fair stables and the roofs
of weveral hotels across Blony lsland
avenue, just outslde the grounds, wére
on fire, ‘I'ne hotels were saved with
diffleulty but the stables were des-
troyed. Less than two hours after the
fire started the cold storage warehouse
waa a smoking ruin, It ls doubtfal if
any of the bodies will ever be Yecovered,

80 furious nnd terrific was Lhe hent.

A few wooks ago Marshal Murphy
Inspected the burned bullding and re-
ported [t extremely unsafe. On ao-
count of his report the losurance com.
panles cancelled all risks onit, so the
loss la complete. It ls reported by some
of the Columblan guards that a pum®
ber of women lost their lives fo the
bullding. Filremen discredit the story
but tonight & lady's walch was found
on a body so badly burned that it s im.

possible to tell whether It ls that of a
man or woman,

A relief fund was started by the
counell of administration s 800 1 as the
extent of the disaster was koown and
10 losa thao thirty minutes §2,000 was
subscribed, apdZcontributions continue
to pour In.

Mayor Harrison said: “Well, this
sottles one thing; the eity of Chioago Is
golog to assume control over the falr
bulldiogs as far a8 protecting liyeas is
concerned, st once. Tomorrow morn-
Ing I will see that all bulldings are care-
fully inspected and wherever ohanges
are necessary for the. safety of the peo.
