SQUARE MILE BURNED.

Handreds Are Homeless in Min-
neapolis.

HOTEL DISTROYED IN' CHICAGO,

Five Persons Perished In the
Flames,

MixngAPOLIS, Aug, 14,—Last night's
conflagration swept nearly asquare mile
of territory. Total loss ls about §1,158,000,
with an estimated insuranoce of §750,-
000. An unkoown child was burned
to death and Thomas Fallon lost his
life from heart fallure due to excite
ment. Heveral firemen were lnjured.
THE DETAILS,
Over 200 houses ave burned and at
least 1600 persons rendered homeless,
This i the record made by the destroy-
ing element {n the short space of two
hours, A kind providence, and not
the fire department or the feeble efforts
of the owners of the threatened prop-
erty, saved the greatest portion of the
manufucturing and residence portions
of the Esst Bide. The fire had galned
such headway that no human agenoy
could gquench It, and only a change of
the wind prevented an awful conflagra-
tion, It was at 1:30 o'clock when a
walchman saw a small blaze un\tln
rivergide of J. B, Clark & Co.'s box
factory iu the svuth end of Nicellet
island st the head of Bt. Aothony falla
An alarm,guickly followed by a second

time the department arrived the flames,
fanned by a furlous south wiod, bad
gelned such headway that ali the fire-
men could do was to turn the'r atlen-
tion to adjoinlog property.

MANY RESIDENCES DESTROYHED,
Along the east bank of the river were
looated the mills and Jumber-yards
which were burned, while east of them
were localed many slores and resi-
denoes, Most of them were frame
bulldings occupled by the employes of
the mills and laboring men., Few
owned thelr own dwellings sod thelr
principal lossss will be thelr personal
effecte. Large numbers saved their
housshold goods, which they staoked
in plles, oyer which they stood guerd
io prevent thelr being carried away by
thieves. AL the brewery, whers Lhe
fire was checked, the cltisens did more
than the firemen, With garden hose
sod buokets they extingulshed all in-
clpent blazes snd with Lhe change lo
the wind sll danger was practically ov-
or, aad the fire was allowed t bura it
self out, All the avallsble fire apparal-
us In the city was in use, and Bt.
