HOP ITEMS.

Fifty thousand pounds of the new
hop crop have been contracted by
growers in the vicinity ofHarrisburg
at sixteen cents. The buyers were from
Eugene and Albauy and advanced sev-

en cents for piuklug. Ex.
Official reports say that the hop crop

of Germary will be smaller this ye r
than It has been for fifty years before.

The following good hop items nre
from Three Sisters, published at Bar
low, Canby and Aurora:

In conversation with a reliable hop
grower of this section who has wide
experience In shipping abroad and sell-

ing to buyers at borne, we find that his
realizations on various crops has always
paid greater returns for home sales
than for foreign shipments.

A riot occurred between Chinese and
Japanese hop pickers at Peter Rooney's
ranch near Perkins. The Japs claimed
that the Chinese would pick all the
good hops and leave the bad ones for
them. Both sides were pretty badly
used up.

W. 8. Tull picked about twenty bales
of hops, making 5000 pounds off four
acres. This is the first crop and an
extra fine quality. Mr. Tull says he
will not sell as yet as he thinks they
will bring forty cents.

A bunch of hops was brought in from
near Townsend with a new pest in the
shape of a green worm which eats the
hop and gives it the appearance of hav
ing been blighted or blasted with the
wind.

The Brewers' Journal comes out
strong in relation to the crop of 1893,

and says it has no patience with those
dealers who are wandering over the
country telling the growers that the
hop crop of the country will be fully
equal In quantity to that of 1892. It
says such men do barm instead of help-i- n

c themselves, as most growers are
too constant readers of re lab e papers
to be fooled In such a manner. The
Journal says there will be an immense
shortage, and prices must necessarily
advance very soon after harvest.
