Tho offenses enumerated, when the
law prescribes tho death penalty or
life Imprisonment, will be dealt with
most summarily.

Gen. Weyler Is noted for his exces

sive severity and cruelty, and the
above orders will make friends and
sympathizers for the cause of Cuba as
fast as they aro enforced with the
rigor for which ho Is famous.

His methods for suppressing the
Cuban revolution will meet with no fa

vor among civilized nations. If Spain
cannot muster an army sufficient to
crush the Insurgents she should be
compelled to carry on civilized war
fare, instead of subjecting the insur
gent provinces to tho horrors of
rapine and murder without recourse.

!Tlic Armenian attrocltlcs will be dis
counted by the reign of terror and
brutal lust that will now bo
Inaugurated by tho Spanish soldiery
In Cuba. Tho most horrible revel-

ations may bo looked for from the In-

surgent districts, and the end will bq

put afar .off. Cuba will lie drenched
with blood, swept with lire and llame,
Tho revolution wo predict will not bo

suppressed by application of brutul
barbarities In the iiamo of warfare
and martial law. If Spain were a
well governed country or capable of
guaranteeing good order to Cuba, the
moral beutlmentof national

might Justify extreme
measures in suppression of tho revo-

lutionary forces. But moral senti-
ment Is In favor of tho overthrow or
Spanish misrule In Cuba. Tho result
of this terrible drama between the
struggling aspirations for freedom
tight against tho crushing force of a
despotlo monarchy, will be watched
with Interest.

Dupont Declared Senator.
Washington, Feb 18. In tho sen-

ate Mltcholl of Oregon, chairman of

the committee on privileges elec-

tions, presented tho views of a ma-

jority of the committee favoring the
seating of Dupont as senator from
Dolewaro, Tho report begins wltji
an account of the proceedings of tho
Delaware legislature In May last, when
It Is claimed, Dupont wasclccted. It
Is shown that In Joint assembly the
legislature of that state numbered
.thirty members, sixteen of whom con
stituted a majority, and that at time
of alleged election William T.Watson,

had been elected a member of the
state scnatc,aIso speaker of tho house,
was acting as governor of the btate,
leaving, If he was entitled to sit
ns senator, only twenty-nin- e leglsla-tpr- s

to constitute the Joint assembly,
and making fifteen a majority. It is

shown that Dupont received
fifteen votes. Tho committee says
Watson did not havo a right to
Ab Dupont received fifteen votes, be-

ing n majority of tho number
entitled to be cast In such joint
assembly, and majority of all legal
votes therein, ho was the legally
elected senator.
