The importation into Benton county
of seed wheat, made necessary by the
November freeze, has beguu. Tues-]
day night the Corvallis mills received
via the steamer Ruth, 2000 buslels,
which is to be distributed among
neighboring farmers, the greater por-
tion of it being already engaged.

Hopdealers in McMionville are of
opinion that not more than 10 percent
of the yards of Oregon have been
plowed up.
