A tudl I an ordinance o provide lor tax-
ing snd killing dogs. -

Be It Ordained by the Common Council of
the City of Salem.

Section 1 It is hereby made unlawful for
any person or to keep a dog or  dogs,
within the limits of the city of Salemi, ol the
age of more than four months unless the
owner or keeper of such dog, or dogs, shall
procure from the city marshal a license for
each dog as in this ordinance provided,
Section 2, The owner or person  having in
charge any dog kept or owned within the city

[ Salem, shall on or before the first day of
fune in each year, pay tothe city manhal the
sum of §1 50 in gold or silver coin of the
United States of America for each and every
male dog, and each spayed female dog, and
lhelsum of $3 for each and kevery slut or fe.
male d not spayed) so kept or owned by
him, w?l‘lc%l ;hlﬂ t’nlille h'm lg A receipt from
such city marshal, disignating the owner's
rame anid the number of the license, which
number atall with the number on
the tag which said owner or keeper shall place
on each dog at his own expense

Section 3, Itshall be the duty of the city
marshal afjthe city of Salem, or any one ap-
pointed by said city marshal, and be is hereby
suthorized to seize, impound and sell or kill
and bury any and all dogs, »luts or spayed
sluts found by him within the limits of the
city of Balem, Oregon, the owner or owners of
which have failed to procure and pay for a
license as provided in section 2 of this ordin-
ance. Upon th= taking up and impounding
any such animal the city marshal shail posi a
notice ont the ity  bullerin board and shall
send a similar notice 1o the owner of such dog,
slut or spayed slut, if the pame of such nwner
and his address is known, Sach notice shal
state that unless the owner of such animal, o
other persons having an interest thecein, shall
claim ssion of the same and pay il fee
and charges of impounding, secping and
posting the same, together wih the «un « pe
to the city for license thereon as bere ints fure
provided, within five days from ithe daie ol
such notice, the city marshal will proceed 1o
sell the said animal at a time and place
therein named, not less than five nor more
than ten days from the date thereol (0 1he
highest bidder for cash. Such sales shall be
public, and shall be held at the city pound
and no bid shall in any case be received for
any anymal for a sum leks than the fees of im.
pounding, advertising, keeping and selling
the same, together with an amount sufficient
to procure a license for thesaid animal, for
which last amount the purchaser or owner
shall receive a license upon such animal for
the current license year.

The city marshalshall be entitled to charge
for impounding, posting » notices and selling
such animal a fee of $1.50 for each male do
and a fee of 83 for each female dog or spaye
slut, and for keeping such animals the sum of
25 cents per day,

In case a sufficient amount is not bid for
any animal to pay all fees, charges and li-
cense fee upon the same the city marshal
may, at his discretion, adjourn sncﬁ sale from
day to day, not more than three days in all,
or if no sufficient bid is made for sny animal,
the clty marshal is empowered, authorized
and instructed to kill uagubury th: samp at
his own expense,

Scction 4. No slut or female dog, in time
of heat, or vicious or mad dog. shall be per.
mitted to run or be upon the public streets or
alleys of the city of Salem, whether licensed
