Bulletin Sent Out by H, 8. Pogue Yes-
terday,

Haylog has been commenced, especi-
ally fn the southern counties. The
grass Is ready to cut throughout thls
portjon of the State, but It Is delayed,
owlng to the ralns, A small amount
of hay has been lojured somewhat by
belng raloed upon. As soon as the
weather becomes falr, haylng will be
general. The rains have caused some
cherries, especially on the lower bran-
ches, to rot; the lojury s notsufficlent
tocause a fnatial loss, as there are
more cherres than can be marketed or
for which there facilities for cannlog.
The raln likewlse cansed some straw-
berriea to rot. While the rains have
produced the foregoing, the good they
did more thuo compensates. The
spring-sown wheat and oals now
promise ylelds as good, or better, than
the fall-sown. That the gralo crop
will be unusually large, there can be
no questiou.
