A Veteran of the Mexican War.
Norman Owlnn, who lives at North

Salem is one of tlio few survivors of tlio
war witli Mexico, ho was Iwrn In 1818 in
Oreeubriar county, Virginia, from which
place ho removed to Indiana. In 184(1

when volunteers were called for to ur
hold tho liberties of tlio citizens of tlio
United States, Mr. Owlnn enlisted in
tho First Regiment of Indiana under
Capt. R. II. Mllroy, who died a few
years ago at Oly m iiia, Washington. Tho
regiment moved from Ilurlington to
Indianapolis wliero tho companies
elected as their colonel, James M.
Drake, who attained notorletv as a
lighter.

Tlio regiment under Zack Taylor was
soon itfter stationed at tlio mouth of tho
Rio Grande to guard supplies, wliero it
remained three mouths or more during
tho rainy season.

In 1810 thoro were no railroads in tlio
country and other wnys of trntisportn
tion wore very few, and an army ut an
outM)Ht often fared badly for supplies.
Tho volunteers of 1810 had a very few
of tho comforts and medical supplies
that are so lavishly furnished by sho
pooplo of today for tlio troops now in
tlio field to uphold tho authority of this
country.
