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BRITISH OPINION,

On the Boer Character That Is Highly

Complimentary.

Well Known Engwh Writer,
C. Selous On the Position In

South Africa,

F. C. Seloua. tho well-know- n Kng-lla- h

writer on fconlh African Hitlilccta,
ban sent two tetters to the London Timed
orio of them dated Octolier 20, nnd tho
other written lieforo tho opening of tho
South African wnr. From theno letters,
nn published in tho Manchester Guar-
dian of Octolier, 2T, womnko tho follow-
ing extracts.

Nothing hnn lately been left unsaid
tlmt could help to prejudice public opin-
ion In this country ngainil tlio Trans-
vaal Doom, nnd thus assist tho schemes
of those who, tinder cover of tho plea
that they nro only desiroun of righting
the wrongs of the Hrltiah outlnnders,
really wish, at uny cost, to do nwny
Iho Independence of tho Transvaal

which hnn long been r stumbling
block in tho way of certain Imperial
schemes or dreams.

That tho outlandcr population of Jo
hannesburg have long sufforcd from
mnny genulno griovanccn is, no doubt,
perfectly trtto, but to the genuine griev
ances nn sot forth in tlio manifesto of
tho Johannesburg National union in
181)5 thero have lately been added others
which nro not genuine, for tho special
purpoeo of Inflaming public opinion in
tills country.

For instance, Kir Sidney Shlppnrd has
told tin in the current number of tho
Nineteenth Century, thnt "llritons may
bo robbed, lwaten, imprisoned or ninr
dered; their women may bo grossly In-

sulted, their houses may Ira broken
Into at any hour of the day or night by
a rulllanly twllco force, who aro u terror
to tho pcaccAblo, and worse than usoloss
againstcrimiuals; and If tho uufnrtu.
onto llritlsh householder lemonstrntes
he mny 1k shot dead In his own room."

Tills Is a very strong indictment, but I
donotbollcvoltcan lw supported by ovi-

denco, for no ono who has read tho de-

tailed ovidenco In tho case of the man
Kdgar who was shot by tho pollcomnn
Jones Iho Incident on which the grcnter
part of this cliargo 1ms been manifestly
based can imnslbly agree with .Mr.
Chamberlain that the killing of Kdgar
wasnenso of munlor. Moreover, re- -
sticctablo Knglishmon whom I know
well ami who liavu lately returned to
this country from Johanncshrug tell me
that If this statement Is meant to imply
that lawubidlng llritons
livo in constant fear of assault aud In
sult ut the hands of tho . Transvaal
llocra It in not truo, though it la true
that thero is so much riilllanlsm amongst
certain cIucmjh of the outlandcr popula
tion that the police aro unable to cope
with It.

Tho gnuiler 'part of tho personal
charges made ognlnst tho Transvaal
Boors lias, I believe, but small founda
tion, since, lUKon nn a wnoie, they nro
nn eminently (itlot, aoliernnd

iwoplo, hut littlo given to brawl-
ing or bragging, I liavo hoiiio right to
apeak on such a matter, an I llrst went
to Hotith Africa In 1871, and In the fol-

lowing year came in contact witli tho
Transvaal Itoers. I noon learnt to
aH'ak their Inngunge, nnd during moro
tiinn 20 years have hnd n grent deal to
do with them and still have many friends
amongst them; but in nil my long inter-
course witli theso people, whothcr an
casual uuqunlutnuco, friend of tho fam
ily or totnl stranger, I Imvo nover mot
with anything but hospitality and kind-
ness, nnd naturally nt tho present
moment, when I firmly belioo thnt
thero in n tlealgii in certain quartan to
lorco n wnr upon them which it will bo
mmlo to nppaer that they have forced
upon us, I fool a grent deal of sympathy
for thorn.

Mr. Itldcr Mufgurd hai told us that
ho found it impoosslhloto go on living
In tho Transvaal amid tho dally Insults
of victorious Ikwra, and ho also tells us
that Hoors look Ukii Kngljahmou with
contempt and consider them to bo mor
ally aud physically cowanls. I traveled
slowly through tho Transvaal by bullock
wagon shortly nftor the rotrocoasion of
tho country In 1881, und visited all the
farm houses ou my route. I met with
no insults nor tho least incivility any-wher- e,

nor ever heard ny boasting
ttlwut tho ltoer aitcceaaea over. Jour
troopa.though nt that tlmo I nnderatood
nnd MMko tho "Tunl" well. In common
with nil who really know the lloora.who
linvo lived nmongat them nnd not studied
their cliuracler at second hand, I have
ulwnys Imen struck by their moderation
i. u i.t t .i. - ..... .
in oiuKiiigiH ineir vicmriea over our
soldiers.

As for the lloora having n contempt
for Kngliahmeu a Individuals, that la
nmiHciiM. Tlioy bate tho llritlsh gov
eminent, nnd, knowing their history 1

for one think that thoy Imvo ampin ren
mn fordoing so, but tho individual
KnglUhman that they know they
tako at hla real value. Thero are,
oicounJe, unfortunately, certain
men in Johannesburg, or pooplo
are now put down aa Kugllahmon.

liana, I could name many Kuglishmen
and Scotchmen, men who Ihivm lUu,

To Judgo from what has lately licen
written on tho present crisis by Mr.
Rider Haggard, Sir Sidney Shippard nnd
that eminent divine Canon Knox Little

who, although he knoA's no moro
about tho lloers than could
bo learnt from tho windows of n rail-
way carrlngo and a fow hour's coaching,
has satlslled himself tlmt they arou
vory vile people all the troubles in
South Africa dato from tho retrocession
of tho Transvaal tothe Boom In 1881.

Tho.io historians seem to forget thnt
South African history dates back to a
nomowhat earlier period. Thoy forgot
the story of how in 18,'iil the fathers
nnd grand-father- s of tho Boers now liv
ing in tho abandoned their
farms in tho Capo Colony, and with their
wives and families trekked away into
tho wilderness, because of the unjust
trement that thoy thought had been
meted out to them by the Britsli gov-

ernment, and how, after many vicissi-
tudes, the independence of those of
thorn who had settled beyond tho
Vnal river wns guaranteed to thorn by
the Sand river convention, which was
signed In 1852; nnd how 25 years later
their Independence was taken nwny
most unjustly In 1877. Icnn testify
from my own knowloJgo that Just pre-
vious to 1877 thero was no
whatever between tho British aud tho
Dutch In any part of South Africa,
and I havo no hesitation in saying thnt
thnt tho bitterness which nt present
unbnplly oxjsts between tho two races
hnd its origin in recent times, not in
tho retrocession of the Trans vnal, but
hi tho unjust and imolitlo annexation
of thnt country which prccceda all tho
Inmentnblo events which In 18.M led to
its retrocession ,.

Of course, if nil arbitration or discus
sion of tlio points disputed should bo ar-

bitrarily refused by tho colonial secre-
tary it is difficult to see how wnr inn bo
avoided, for tho Transvaal Itoers nro nn

pooplo, nnd will probably
rather light thnu climb down very low.
In that enso wo shall havo entered uiwn
a tourao which, though it may give us
the gold Holds of tho Transvaal for tho
present and tlio Immediate future, will
Infalllby lose us tho whole of South
Africa us u Iiritlsli itossosslon within the
lifetime of many men who aro now liv-

ing. Through arrogance and ignorance
Great Britain lost her American colonics.
and If arrogance and Ignorance prevail
In tho present conduct of affairs In South
Africa history will repeat Itself in that
country,
