Dovorcaux Bhlolds, who returned on
the transport Hancock, ha? been inval- -

Jdeil home on account of two wounds
received in ono of tho most thrilling
adventures of tho war In tho Philippines.
Captain Shields and 62 men left Santa
Cruz, on tho Island of Marinduquo, on
Soptember 11th last for tho purposoof
reconnolterlng. Two days later thoy
fell Into an ambush and wero llrcd upon
by about 250 men with rifles, who wero
supported by about 2000 men with bolos.
Captain Shields telling of tho engage
mont said:

"I saw that it was impossible for us to
do auythiug but get out and I gavo tlio
order to retreat. I was twice wounded
and fell unconscious but soon recovered
and then gave the order for tho com-

mand to fight its way back to tho
station. I told them that I was nothing
but an impediment to them to leave mo
with a man from tho hospital corps mid
to got out. I droppod behind a rico
stack and I told tho man to raiBO n white
Hag. The insurrectors did not recognize
tlio Hag and continued to fire at us. Tho
men fought their way back n short dis-

tance and were surrouudod and had to
surrender or bo killed.

"After tho insurrectors cumo to mo
one of them bogau robbing me and took
all my things. He tore a chain and lock-

et from my neck and tiled to to tear
the rings from my fingers. My hand
was so swollen by the wound in the
shoulder that ho could not got tho rings
off and was Just going to cut off tho hand
wlieiA made him understand that I

could take tho rings off. After ho hud
flnishod another man ho came and
warf just going to shoot mo when I saw

n baud come forwaad and strike up tho
gun.

"immediately alter the fight wo wre
Kept In native hovels for 12 days and
thenwuweio started on n march over
mountains, through dense forests mid

across rivers, compelled to sleop la mud
and rain and given only tlio dirtiest water
with which to wash our wounds. This
continued until alwut October 12 when
wo wero told that orders had been re-

ceived to turn us over to the Atnorlcuns.
I wrote to General Hare and ho agreed
to meet us and recelvo us on October
14. Wo wero taken to Iluena ViBta and
turned ovor to the General"

IN EXPENDITURES

Will Not Oppose Any Bill
That Reduces War

Revenues,

Mr .larltrl trae t tha JonraKi
Wabuinoto.v. Doc. 11. Tho report of

the minority members of tho ways and
means cammltteo ou the hill reducing
war rovonuo taxes about $40,000,000 has
been made public.

The report says that the minority nro
of tho opinion that tho proposed reduc
tions of tho to venues Is too small. Tlio

war taxes, says Unreport, are
unnecessary and should bo removed. The
minority take isstto with Bocretary
Gago's estlmatoot $20,000,000 surplus in
1002 and pay that if Congress observes
proper economy in expenditures tho sur-
plus ought to bo 11011,000,000

"Wo Caro thorcforo cloarly of tho
opinion that there can safoly bo much

. further reduction than is contemplated
l in the bill presented by tho commtttco
mid that now is tho timo to givo such
relief. Instead of taking off tho sum of
forty millions we would reduro taxation
not lees than (70,000,000.

"Wo would mako these reductions on
those articles which are most nearly tho
ncco'iearles of llfo and would take off the
taxes that nro most annoying and vexn
tious to tlio pooplo. We believe that by
n return to proper economy in appropri-
ation a reduction greater than wo advo-
cate can bo nuulo and wo should at oueo
enforce this economy. Tho war being
over the war taxes should ceasu and the
train of extraordinary expenditures
following the war should also termin-
ate."

"Wo shall not, however, oppose tho
passage of this bill, for it gives some
relief, but will endeavor to amend It. If
wo wero by our efforts to defeat Its
passage, wo would leave the heavy bur-

den of unjust taxation on tho country.
The serious objection to the tuxes levied
by this bill as they will be left under
tho law is that tho burdens of taxation
throughout tho country are unjustly
distributed."

The leport iKiiulsout tho advantages
to material development mid foreign
trnJu of low taxation mid declares that
tho viiMt sums )ov col lectin! and ex-

penditures made by the government
must If not remedied ultimately become
a peril to our homo mid foreign enter-

prise and business. Tho pruning knife
should 1st applied vigorously to both
taxation and expenditure. Tin report
continues:

'Wo favor an alteration of tho preseut
tariff laws certainly to the extent that
they have promoted monopoly. It has
boon proved Iwyond question by evidence
before tho industrial commission that
many of tho powerful trusts that have
an absoluto monopoly of their business
in this country and exercise their iwwer
despotically and Injuriously to tho people
largely owe their growth to tho customs
lmpoeod in thoDingley tariff law which
prohibits foreign com petition."
