British Flag Flies at

S. Will Not Recognize
Peaceful Blockade

New Revolution Threatens
Venezuela

La Quayra, Dec. 10. Tho British
and German warships havo appeared
oft Margarlto Island. Tho Gorman'
ships surveyed tho Island a year ago,
and it has slnco been belloved that
Germany has designs on that terri-
tory.
